PUBLIC TOILETS

The Chairman reported to members that there is money within the budget for the refurbishment and repairs to the public toilets attached to The Town Hall to be completed in this financial year; this is with the money expected from the insurance payment.

He members have been sent out the initial costings so now the Town Clerk will look to go out to tender for the refit of all three public toilets. 

He also said that because of the fire damage, Newport Road toilets refurbishment will have to be put on hold until next year where further funds can be made available.

Councillor Whittle asked if the toilets are now in a safe condition?

The Town Clerk said the Fire Service had been out to check them and were happy they were now safe.

Councillor J. Gough entered the Chamber.

Councillor Taylor asked if we are going to refit all three toilets.

The Chairman said yes as the others are in need of a major refit; it makes sense to do them all in one go.

LOTTERY BID
The Chairman was pleased to update members that the first stage of the lottery bid for “The Zone” on Fairfields Estate was successful and the second stage of the application is now being worked through which will be completed by 22 November 2015.  He said they will know if they have been successful in receiving the lottery bid by early next year.

SKATEBOARD PARK

The Chairman said we will look at Lottery funding for the Skateboard Park project but if the Zone application is successful he doubts if we would get more funding from the Lottery. There may be a possibility of funding from the Police.
Councillor Ridgway asked if the surveys on the Skateboard Park are coming through?
The Chairman said yes they are, we will look at them in due course.

COMPLAINT TO THE POLICE
The Chairman reported that the Clerk and he met with the Police Inspector regarding the complaint made after the police removed the Councils CCTV equipment without permission.

He said the Inspector was very apologetic and they were reassured that this would not happen again.

CCTV

The Chairman said the Council have earmarked a substantial £70,000 within budget to purchase new CCTV within the town to include a mobile CCTV unit.

He suggests the work is carried out in two phases; phase one to be carried out this year at an approximate cost of £20,000. This will cover the Council’s property in town. It will be for about 8-12 cameras and a new unit. Phase two will proceed if the Council is satisfied with the new system and will be rolled out thoughout the town.
Councillor Whittle said that the Council have been looking into buying new CCTV cameras for a number of years would they include all the playgrounds the town.

The Chairman said the Council have got CCTV currently situated at two play areas where there have been complaints; there are no complaints coming into the office regarding the remaining parks so this is not a necessary thing to do.  He added buying a mobile camera could eliviate any issues as and when they crop up.

STAFFORD STREET CORNER

The Chairman said the pavement on the corner of Stafford Street and High Street is very slippy and would be best if the stone is taken up and renewed with grass.
He said he will start discussions with Highways about this.

ENQUIRIES AND VERBAL COMPLAINTS

i) The Chairman said he has looked at the enquiry regarding Dalelands recreation area and said due to budgetary constraints this will have to be looked at next year.  He did add that the playground has been a lot quieter lately.
Councillor Whittle shouted out to members asking what the Town Council are going to do regarding all the complaints about the organiser of the Medieval Fayre held in the town the other weekend. What are you going to do about Mr Hillidge?
The Chairman told Councillor Whittle that this item is not on the agenda so could not be discussed.
Councillor Taylor said she agreed with the enquiry about Dalelands and fencing. We should look at doing something about it next year because she was worried about the safety of young children.  
She also asked the Clerk to write out to the gentleman to explain the Council’s unfortunate financial circumstances due to the public toilets fire and it would have to be something that was looked into at next years budget.

ii) The Chairman said he has arranged a meeting with Sergeant Greenaway to discuss the complaint regarding the drug abuse at Newport Road toilets and he will report back the discussions at the next meeting.
Councillor Whittle asked if Councillor Hughes had handed in the set of keys he has had to the Town Hall.

The Chairman said again it is not on the agenda so he could not discuss it.

As the Chairman was trying to close the meeting Councillor Whittle continued to shout out in an incoherent manner and said; is the Clerk going to continue to lie.
