SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL COMMISSIONING OF SERVICES


The Chairman read out an e mail from George Candler; Director at SC.

Shropshire Council is continuing  to look at different ways of local commissioning and has been working extensively with a broad range of partners across the county, particularly as it commissions more and more if its activities, including Libraries, Leisure Centres, Youth Activities, Car Parking etc. at a local level.

At present Shropshire Council has approached the Town Council with the view of exploring the opportunities around localised commissioning in areas such as the Library and other place based service areas, and it is hoped that this may lead to a more formalised approach going forward.  

When the discussions have been concluded a further update will be provided.

The Chairman said that SC have approached the Town Council in an informal manner to discuss various commissioning possibilities. There may be some financial implications to the Town Council. He wanted to inform members and will report back to this committee once there was further information. He reminded members that some of the issues are sensitive as discussions may include people’s jobs.

He continued saying; the use of the library is down by a third over the last five years which is consistent with a lot of areas in the county.
