No members of the public had expressed an interest to speak at the meeting.
4.C           CITIZEN ADVICE BUREAU
Jackie Jeffrey explained that the services provided by the Citizen Advice Bureau (CAB) have previously been funded by the Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG), unfortunately they were notified last year that the CCG would not be able to fund non statutory services from April 2018.  As a result of this the CAB are asking for contributions from local councils to help support the ongoing provision.

The CAB have provided face to face services via the GP Outreach Service in Market Drayton Primary Care Centre for over 17 years.  During 2017/18 they helped over 227 residents with over 700 issues, these included support with housing issues, debt, employment, benefits, education, family and relationships and legal issues.  The doctor’s surgery provides the room free of charge every Friday when the service is available for ‘drop ins’ or appointments.   Individuals who cannot attend on a Friday can access support via the telephone as phone lines are open late on a Tuesday evening.
Personal Independent Payments is the largest issues and helping people with forms and the process.  The role out of universal credit will also have an impact on support needed.

Councillor Whittle suggested that Ms Jeffrey attend the SALC meeting where she will be able to present to representatives from Town and Parish Councils from the North Shropshire Area; details of meeting dates to be sent to Ms Jeffrey.

Councillor Whittle suggested that funding for the CAB be considered by the Community and Governance Committee at their next meeting.

UPDATE ON COUNCIL PROJECTS
Councillor Aldcroft provided the following updates:
· The benches have been removed from Dalelands ready to be re-sited at the Skatepark

· Planning permission has been granted for the Zone. Due to delays on site relating to the connection of services it has been agreed to delay the formal opening until the start of the summer holidays, there will be a soft opening at the beginning of June for people that have been involved in the project.  Councillors were encouraged to visit the building.

· The Neighbourhood Plan is progressing nicely. A meeting with the parishes is being arranged providing an opportunity for them to look at the draft plan.  The document is quite complex, a presentation of the main points will be presented to Councillors for approval ready for submission to Shropshire Council.
· There is confusion regarding discretionary rate relief.  The discretionary allowance is being reviewed to ensure consistency across the county, for this to happen all businesses had to be written to.  Groups such as scouts and brownies will not be affected.
· The Swimming Pool Working Group are meeting with the Swimming Pool Trust and Serco to discuss possible alternative uses for the outdoor pool and outside area.  The River Tern from the bridge on the A529 to the swimming pool is on Shropshire Councils list of Public Protection for flooding, updates will be passed on.
· Nick Bardsely, Portfolio Holder for Children and Young People would like to attend a committee meeting to present details of changes in local services.
Councillor J Cadwallader asked if the land reserved for the inner ring road has been sold yet as all proceeds are supposed to come back to the town
Councillor Aldcroft said that the area is still in the Neighbourhood plan for development.  He agreed to find out information regarding the status of the land.
Councillor Whittle asked if the new tablets have been purchased.
The Town Clerk responded that the tablets have been purchased and are being configurated before they can be given out.
