Councillor Hughes said SC must find another £45million in cuts. He said the Town Council needs to progress with its investigation into the feasibility of asset transfers to maintain services in the town.
Councillor Taylor said it is difficult to discuss in an open forum but all Councillors should be fully aware of what is happening. The next step in the negotiations should not be down to just 2 Councillors.
Councillor Hughes said there is no intention of going ahead until we have all the appropriate information. Then it will be up to Council to make a decision.

Councillor Minnery said if members want we could ask someone from SC to come and speak to the Community and Governance Committee. He said at this moment we need permission to progress the feasibility of transferring assets to the Town Council.

Councillor Taylor said this should be dealt with by Town Councillors not SC Councillors.

Councillor Hughes said any SC Councillors at the meetings have always been there representing the Town.
Councillor Whittle said he had no problem with SC Councillors from the Town Council being at the meetings as they are  more aware of what is happening at SC.

Councillor Aldcroft said we need to examine the feasibility of taking on extra services so we must progress this issue.

Councillor Hughes proposed, Councillor Ridgway seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To progress the investigation of the feasibility of asset transfers from SC to Town Council. To include the Mayor and Councillor Taylor in the meetings with SC officers in connection with this issue.
