BUDGET 2018/19
Councillor T. Beckett proposed, Councillor Cadwallader seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To adopt agree a budget of £519,671 for the financial year 2018/19.
8. 
PRECEPT
The Mayor said all members have a copy of the proposed precept and welcomed comments.
Councillor Whittle said Shropshire Council have risen their precept by 5.99%.

The Clerk said this is made up in two parts; 2.99% precept increase and 3.0% social care increase.

She said if Town Council put their precept up by 2.5% this is below Shropshire Council increase and the shortfall of £5,490 could come from general reserves.

Councillor T. Beckett said Town Council have not increased the precept for a number of years; he agreed it should be increased this year which would mean a household increase of £3 per year.
The Mayor informed members that the Town Council have received £16,000 in chapel rent from the local undertaker which covers two and a half years rent up to the end of December 2017.

Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor Glover seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To agree and set the precept for the financial year 2018/19 with an increase of 2.5% to be £514,181.00.
9. 
UPDATE ON COUNCIL PROJECTS
The Clerk said the public toilets at the side of the Town Hall are estimated to be completed by the end of next week; the only alteration to the tender is the coin operated doors which was discussed at the previous meeting, once these have been completed the contractors will be refurbishing the toilets and a few alterations in the Town Hall.
Councillor Cadwallader suggested having a small kitty within reception for members of the public that do not have change to use the facility.

The Clerk said this was a good idea and will organise it.

Councillor Whittle said there should be a grand opening day for the new toilets.

The Clerk said once the toilets have been completed; an opening date should be decided to ensure the press can come down.

The Clerk said The Zone building is moving well, the building structure should be finished within the next four weeks.  The Co-coordinators have provisionally booked an opening date in April and are working on the event as well as meeting up with various trainers and organisations which can be incorporated within The Zone. A report to the Lottery was submitted before Christmas and has now been accepted.
There is a Neighbourhood Plan meeting scheduled for next Monday; it is currently at stage fifteen, it has had a health check completed on it and we are at the stage where we need to make a few alterations to get it to stage sixteen when it can be submitted to Shropshire Council for approval. 

The Clerk said Newport Road public toilets are still currently closed due to the vandalism; a decision will need to made in the near future weather to completely refurbish them or to patch them up but urged members to think about this because it will be one of the next projects to do and hoped they are reopen for the spring.

Interviews for the new post will take place on Monday; there has been a number of good candidates applied and will keep members informed through a personnel committee.
Councillor Nellins asked if the defibrillators have been sourced.

The Clerk said they are at the Town Hall now; they have to be connected to electric and has an electrician coming to connect them to the Town Hall and Towers Lawn public toilets next week.

Councillor Glover asked if there was a date the Neighbourhood Plan has to be submitted by.

The Clerk said once all the health check advisories have been completed the Council will have to agree it and then it can be submitted to Shropshire Council for their approval but there is no set date to have it submitted.
