I) Standing Orders
A copy of the document was previously circulated. Councillors discussed the policy; the Chair said that a protocol should be produced setting out that a Mayor Designate be elected three months prior to formally taking up the role of Mayor to ensure a smooth changeover of responsibilities. The Mayor Designate would be formally voted in as Mayor at the Annual Council meeting subject to satisfactory performance of his duties during the 3 month period.
Councillor Aldcroft suggested that a list of duties and responsibilities be produced for the positions of Mayor and Deputy Mayor. 
Section 12 of the policy was discussed and the need for the chair of personnel to be notified of staff absence
Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Edmunds seconded and it was RESOLVED:
That the revised Standing Orders be adopted with the inclusion of the following amendments:
1) Section 8

To add a protocol for the agreement of deciding the next Mayor at least 3 months before the incumbent Mayor leaves the post.

That an appendix is used to list the Mayor and Deputy Mayors duties and responsibilities

2) Section 19

To add: The Chair of Personnel be informed if a member of staff is absent from work for more than 14 days.

Financial Regulations

A copy of the document was previously circulated with a proposed alteration.  Councillors discussed the amendment.

E mails

Councillors discussed changing policy to retain marketdrayton.gov emails for one year. 
The Clerk explained that the proposal was due to changes in GDPR to ensure that personal data is not retained.  

Councillor Aldcroft said that deleting emails over one year old could result in more work as old queries are often referred to again and some projects take over one year to complete.

Councillors were keen to ensure the Council are legally complaint with GDPR.
