Councillor Whittle said that the Sports Association Committee members would like the Town Council Directors to be either the Mayor or Deputy Mayor; he was willing to continue as a Director.  The Mayor said that Councillor Aldcroft as Deputy Mayor fulfilled this requirement.

Homecoming Parade
Councillor Whittle said that the Homecoming Parade is for the Royal Irish not the RAF as stated on the Agenda.

The Town Council have already agreed to host the Homecoming Parade on the 7 December 2019.  The Clerk said there will be up to 300 soldiers marching plus their families to provide refreshments for;  a budget for the event therefore needs to be agreed.

Councillor Aldcroft asked if there would be any presentations as part of the parade.  The Clerk responded that an initial meeting has taken place and it has been confirmed that no medals will be presented.  There will be a march from the Royal British Legion to Cheshire Street where short speeches will be given by the Commanding Officer and the Mayor followed by a blessing. The march will then head back to the Royal British Legion where refreshments will be served.  The day is being viewed as a community family day and Officers are keen for the Lord Lieutenant and other dignitaries not to be invited so the event can be kept as a Town event.
The Mayor suggested a budget of £2,000 be allocated.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was

Draft Market Drayton Local Economic Growth Strategy

Documents were circulated previously.

The Mayor said that Shropshire Council are consulting on the Draft Market Drayton Local Economic Growth Strategy.  
Councillor Whittle said that one week is not long enough for Councillors to read and fully understand documents of this size. He requested that documents be circulated to Councillors when they are received by the Clerk to allow sufficient time for Councillors to read them.  Councillor Aldcroft said that a document of this size needs an explanation; an Officer from Shropshire Council should attend to talk through the strategy.
Councillor Whittle suggested that the Chairs for each committee meet the following week to prepare a response to the consultation.

The Clerk said it was unusually for decisions not to be agreed at the formal Council Meeting.
Councillor Aldcroft pointed out that there was no mention of improving transport links with Telford; if new factories are coming to Town better transport is required especially for students.

The Clerk said that the report that has been produced identifies areas that are missing or require clarification. She suggested that any items identified should be discussed with Mark Barrow when he attends the Council meeting on 31 October 2019  and that he be asked to provide evidence  that these actions are taking place.
Councillor Glover said that the closing date for the Town Councils response is the 9th August and that an extension would be required.
After a short discussion

Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED;

That Shropshire Council be informed the response from the Town Council on the Draft Market Drayton Local Economic Growth Strategy will be delayed until Thursday 15 August.
The Chairs for each Committee meet on Wednesday 15 August at 4pm to agree a response to the Shropshire Council Consultation on the Draft Market Drayton Local Economic Growth Strategy.
