PUBLIC SESSION
Standing orders were suspended to give a resident the opportunity to speak freely.

The resident said Shropshire Council are currently consulting on a reduction in face to face customer service provision due to a reduction in footfall.  The proposal for Market Drayton is to relocate the Customer Service to Raven House.  The resident said she did not think Raven House is a suitable location and suggested that the Registrar relocate to Raven House, freeing up space in the library for Customer Services.
The resident also suggested a leaflet be produced for new residents providing contact details for the medical Centre, dentists and other services to encourage a sense of belonging.
For existing residents, she suggested producing a directory of all the groups and clubs in the market Drayton area.

She asked the Town Council to consider her suggestions and offered to join a task and finish group to develop the ideas to feedback to the Town Council for approval.

The Projects Officer said that Nicola Fisher, Senior Community Enablement Officer, Shropshire Council has funding as part of Shropshire Council’s Resilient Communities initiative to fund the production a Local Community directory.  Discussions have already taken place with Market Drayton Community Partnership regarding how the directory should develop.   
The Clerk said that the Town Council fund the Messenger which is sent to residents of the town; she will check that copies are distributed to new properties.
Councillor Cadwallader said that housing developers provide welcome packs and suggested that a copy of the messenger could be included.

The Projects Officer agreed to liaise with Nicola Fisher regarding the development and production of a local directory.

Drayton Relief in Need Charity

The Mayor said that a request has been received for a Town Councillor to become a trustee of Drayton Relief in Need Charity.

Shropshire Council’s Review of face to face Customer Services Consultation.

Information regarding this item was circulated previously.

The proposal from Shropshire Council is to reduce face to face customer service provision from 5 days to 1 day and to relocate the service to Raven House.  The Chair asked for comments regarding the consultation.

Councillor Aldcroft said he would like the Town Council to investigate other options for a new location and reduced hours.  He suggested a task and finish group be set up to discuss options and bring back suggestions to the Town Council.

The Clerk said that as the deadline date for the consultation is the 24 August there is only a short period of time for a task and finish group to produce alternative suggestions.  

Councillor Cadwallader said that moving to the Library would be a better option as Raven House is not a good location.

Councillor Nellins said that an officer from Shropshire Council should attend a Council meeting to hear local views and allow Councillors to ask how the proposals are being funded.  
Councillor Whittle said that Shropshire Council Customer Services could be provided from the Town Hall.
It was agreed to invite Chris Westwood, Shropshire Council’s Customer Services Manager to attend the Community and governance meeting on the 6th September and to set up working group which may be called to meet when further information is available.
A response to the consultation was considered and the form completed.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Cadwallader seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To write to Shropshire Council with an expression of interest for hosting customer services at the Town Hall.

To set up a working group comprising of Councillors: Aldcroft, Nellins, Smith, Glover and Whittle to consider options for the future provision of face to face customer Services.

UPDATE ON COUNCIL PROJECTS
Party in the Park 
Councillor Beckett declared a pecuniary interest.

Councillor T Becket said that Party in the Park is going ahead on the 12th August.  He has met with the Local Policing Team and Officers from Shropshire Council who are requesting increased safety measures.
Councillor T Beckett said that opening a bank account for the not for profit organization co-ordinating Party in the Park is a lengthy process which has resulted in the account not being open prior to the event.
The Clerk said that as Party in the Park is a town council led event the Town Council could hold funds to help facilitate the event.

Councillor Cadwallader said a formal system to hand over funding once the group had their own bank account would need to be in place.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Cadwallader seconded and it was RESOLVED:

For the Town Council to hold Party in the Park funds until such time a bank account is opened.

Beacon Event

Councillor Nellins said the Beacon Event on the 11th November is to mark the anniversary of the end of the first world war. 
A meeting is taking place early September to finalise arrangements for the event.
Councillor Aldcroft said refurbishment work is being done at the war memorial and new flags have been ordered.
Silent Soldiers

The Clerk said the Silent Soldiers have been received and will be installed on Newcastle Road entrance, Muller entrance and Newport Road once approve has been received from Shropshire Council’s Highway Department.

Councillor Cadwallader said that the Audlem entrance had been missed.

Councillor Nellins said that other organisations have also purchased Silent Soldiers and decisions need to be taken as to where to locate them; he will raise the issue at the next meeting.
