DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS


There were no pecuniary interests declared.

EXCLUSION OF PRESS AND PUBLIC
Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Erwin seconded and it was RESOLVED:
That in view of the confidential nature of the business about to be transacted which will involve the likely disclosure of exempt information relating to establishment and contractual matters as defined in Part 1 of Schedule12a Local Government Act 1972 and pursuant to the provisions of the Public Bodies (Admissions to Meetings) Act 1960 the public and press be temporarily excluded from the meeting and they are instructed to withdraw.



Two members of the public left the Chamber.

The Mayor declared he has a pecuniary interest in the next two items; he is named on all the documents that are about to be discussed and asked members if they would like him to remain in the meeting so that they are able to ask him any questions if needed or if they would prefer he leaves the meeting.

4.C           INSURANCE ISSUES
The Clerk gave a detailed verbal report on the pre-action protocol.
She distributed a lengthy letter received from the Council’s insurers lawyers. The Council and its members and officers are fully covered under Council insurance and in fact the lawyers have already issued an invoice which has been fully paid by the insurers.

Councillor Glover proposed, Councillor Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED:
That all deliberations continue between the two sets of lawyers and the Clerk report back to Council if any new information comes forward.



The Clerk collected the paperwork from members.

COMPLAINT
The Clerk said the complaint is about her; if at any time members feel she should leave the Chamber she will do so and the Assistant Clerk will remain and take the notes.

Members agreed for the Clerk to stay in the Chamber because she was the only one that knew all the information and this needed to be reported and heard.

The Clerk circulated information regarding the complaint for members to read.

After a lengthy and in-depth debate:

Councillor T. Beckett proposed, Councillor J. Beckett seconded and it was RESOLVED:
That the complaint was considered at great length and it was felt there was no complaint to answer and it was a waste of Council time, resources and Council taxpayers' money pursuing this complaint.
A letter from Town Council’s solicitor is to be sent to the complainant outlining these findings and no further correspondence or communication will be entered into on this matter.

If the complainant persists in contacting the Council over this same issue it will be seen as vexatious and the Council will instigate legal proceedings to recover its costs.
