VIREMENT FOR MOWER
Councillor Hughes said there is a Working Group currently looking at the service delivery and thought the lawn mower should be repaired and to re-visit the item in the autumn.

Councillor Hughes proposed, Councillor Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To go ahead and get the lawnmower at the Cemetery fixed and to take no action on the virement of £3,000 from General Reserves to Cemetery Equipment.

NEWPORT ROAD PUBLIC TOILETS
Councillor Hughes said he has visited the Newport Road public toilets to inspect them along with the Mayor and police.
The police have recommended removing the passageways at each end of the toilets to open them up and after inspecting them they are unsafe where the walls have moved out a quarter of an inch.  The estimate for doing the works is £4,000.

In addition the police have also recommended removing the shrubs in front and to the side of the toilets to make the building more exposed which should help stop the crime in the area.

Councillor Hughes said the Council have already got permission to remove the shrubs from Shropshire Council and the money to do this would come out of the Skateboard Park budget.

Councillor Aldcroft thought £4,000 to carry out the works would not be enough and suggested a budget of up to £5,000.
Councillor Hughes proposed, Councillor Ridgway seconded and it was RESOLVED: 
To make a virement of up to £5,000 from General Reserves unto Public Toilets Property Maintenance budget in order to make the end walls safe and safer vandalism to the Newport Road public toilets.

STANDING ORDER 6(m), (n), (o) AND (p)
Councillor Minnery proposed, Councillor Ridgway seconded and it was RESOLVED:
‘No speech by a mover of a motion shall exceed three minutes. The mover of a motion or the mover of an amendment shall have a right to reply, not exceeding two minutes. No speaker shall exceed three minutes.’

‘Where a series of amendments to an original motion are carried, the mover of the original motion shall have a right of reply in respect of the substantive motion at the very end of debate and immediately before it is put to the vote.’

‘Subject to standing orders 6(m) and (n) above, a councillor may not speak further in respect of any one motion except to speak once on an amendment moved by another councillor or to make a point of order or to give a personal explanation.’

‘During the debate of a motion, a councillor may interrupt only on a point of order or a personal explanation and the councillor who was interrupted shall stop speaking. A Councillor raising a point of order shall identify the standing order which he considers has been breached or specify the irregularity in the meeting he is concerned by.’
