THE ZONE

Councillor Aldcroft said he along with the Steering Group members and the two newly appointed staff have been looking over The Zone structural building and internal layout design with the builders over the last few weeks to ensure everything is going to plan.
He said the building is up but is unsure how much the internal expenses will calculate to.  He suggested a contingency of £30,000 should be agreed as a safety net just in case the project runs over budget.
The Clerk said there is money available in general reserves.

Councillor Glover said there are a few alterations that the Steering Group has suggested such as re-designing the kitchen and adding a conservatory; the current budget would not allow these changes to be made and agreed with Councillor Alcroft’s suggestion.
Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To allocate £30,000 from General Reserves into The Zone project budget; to be used as a safety net.
