The Chair announced that the meeting was being recorded.

1. CG     APOLOGIES
Apologies were received and accepted from Councillor Erwin due to a prior commitment and Councillor Gough due to computer problems.
2. CG     DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS
Councillor Minnery said he would not be participating in Agenda items 6 and 7 as there may be a perception of bias. 
3. CG     PUBLIC SESSION
No members of the public had expressed a wish to speak at the meeting.

MINUTES
Councilor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor R. Smith seconded, and it was RESOLVED with one abstention:
To agree and confirm the minutes of the Community and Governance Committee meeting held on 9 July 2020. 
Councillor Minnery requested Agenda Item 8 be brought forward.

Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor Cartwright seconded, and it was RESOLVED:

To bring Agenda item 8 forward to the next item of business.

SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL UPDATE

Councillor Minnery reported:

· Andy Begley has been appointed as Chief Executive at Shropshire Council; his previous role was Director of Adult Services.

· Sherwood Crescent, Quarry Bank and Prospect Road are all being resurfaced over the next four/six weeks. 

· Covid19 infections in Shropshire are remarkably low; residents should continue to follow Government guidelines

· Shropshire Council have just published their monitoring report for the first quarter; they are currently projecting an overspend of £2 million.  They are confident that this can be balanced by the end of the year by making all the saving identified in the February budget.

The Chair thanked Councillor Minnery for his report.

Councillor Aldcroft reported:

·    Shropshire Council and Serco are working to update the ventilation system at the swimming pool to ensure it is compliant with the Government Legislation.  Shropshire Council Leisure Services Department have confirmed that opening Marketing Drayton Swimming Pool is a priority, and it will re-open soon as a safe venue.


Councillor Minnery said the new restrictions announced may affect the opening of the pool.
The Chair thanked Councillor Aldcroft for his report.

FUNDING REQUEST

Details of the funding request were circulated prior to the meeting.


The Chair said the request from Drayton ArtsFest is for £300 towards the production of an Arts calendar; the project involves local schools and raises money towards the Arts Festival.

Councillor Minnery proposed, Councillor R. Smith seconded, and it was RESOLVED:


To fund Drayton ArtsFest £300 towards the production of a calendar.


Councillor Minnery left the meeting.
6.CG
LOCAL PLAN REVIEW

Documents were circulated prior to the meeting.
The Chair said that Councillors have had the opportunity to look through the documents along with the clerks suggested changes.   By changing the phraseology the paragraphs relating to MDR012 & MDR034; the Marina Development sites and MDR39 & MDR43; the sites relating to the relation of Greenfields will read as more deliverable.
The Chair explained that Eddie West from Shropshire Council Planning will be giving a presentation on the Draft Local Plan at the ALC meeting on Tuesday 15 September.  The meeting is virtual and all Councillors can attend to listen to the presentation and ask questions.  

The Chair recommended the Clerk’s suggested amendments be agreed in principle.  He said that an extra-ordinary meeting could then be arranged for the 8th October to discuss any information provided at the ALC meeting and to consider any additional comments/amendments suggested by Councillors before ratifying a final response.

The Clerk asked if Councillors had any comments on the Local Plan or the suggested alternative words.
Councillor Glover said that reference to Victoria Wharf should be changed to  Victoria Farm.

Councillor Cartwright suggested the wording under section 5.155 on page 216 of the document be changed to ‘Marina and associated usages’, taking out the word project.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To agree, in principle, the wording suggested by the Clerk with the amendment submitted by Councillor Cartwright.
To hold an extraordinary meeting on 24th September to consider any additional amendments and agree the response to the Local Plan Review.
7.CG
SHROPSHIRE FIRE AND RESCUE

Document was circulated prior to the meeting.
Councillors considered their response to the Shropshire Fire and Rescue Draft Integrated Risk Management Plan (IRMP) 2021-25 Consultation.

Councillor R. Smith said he had read through the documentation; he did not see any issues, all the stages and proposals were clear.

Councillor R. Smith read out the questions from the consultation document and suggested all responses should be ticked as strongly agree.  
Councillor Aldcroft suggested that a comment be included stating that the Town Council do not support the Shropshire Fire and Rescue Service merging with the Police Authority.

Councillor Nellins referred to a fire at Victoria Road; he had been informed that due to parking issues making access to the building difficult, there wasn’t sufficient hose and a second appliance needed to attend.  He asked if it should be a recommendation that another section of hose be held at the Market Drayton Fire Station to ensure a similar problem did not arise in the future.
Councillor R. Smith responded that a second appliance is always called for at a property fire.  He said it is not a question of being short of hose, the problem is caused by cars being parked on either side of the road stopping the appliance getting close enough to deal with the fire.    It is an ongoing problem, there are several roads where this can occur due to inconsiderate parking by residents.  He assured Councillor Nellins that no additional hose is required.

Councillor Glover suggested that Shropshire Highways liaise with Shropshire Fire and Rescue regarding roads which have access issues due to parking.
Councillor Aldcroft suggested that an item be included on the next meeting agenda to discuss access for Emergency Services in the town.

Councillor Glover proposed, Councillor R. Smith seconded, and it was RESOLVED: 

To complete and return the Consultation Document with all responses ticked as strongly agree.

To include the statement ‘Market Drayton Town Council do not support the Shropshire Fire and Rescue Service merging with the Police Authority’ in the comment box.

REPORTS FROM OUTSIDE BODIES
Councillor Cartwright said the Covid19 Lockdown stopped the volunteer work at Walkmills meadows.  A risk assessment has now been carried out by Shropshire Council and monthly litter picking and some maintenance work has started. Evidence of illegal parties, lots of beer cans, bicycles, BBQ stoves and quilts have been found.
A litter pick is taking place on 19th September; a large skip has been ordered.  Details of the litter pick to be put on the Town Council Website and Facebook page.
