2. CG     DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS

There were no pecuniary interests declared.
3. CG     PUBLIC SESSION
The Chair welcomed Ms Roberts, Ginger and Spice to the Meeting
Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor Glover seconded, and it was RESOLVED: 

To suspend standing order to allow a member of the public speak.
Ms Roberts thanked the Town Council for supporting the Ginger and Spice Festival and for the grant they received towards the event.  She also thanked the Mayor and his wife for helping judge some of the competitions.

Ms Roberts said the Festival exceeded all expectations this year; there were 21 events, 7 competitions, over 120 families took part in the spice trail, 3 education events and an increased involvement from local businesses. She explained that the Festival runs at a loss which is covered by her business.  

Councillor Glover asked about the event running at a loss.  Ms Roberts responded that some of the costs are covered by sponsorships; more work will be done to increase sponsorship.  

The Chair said that the Council is currently setting budgets for the next financial year and money may be available for events.  He suggested Ms Roberts speak to the Town Clerk regarding future funding.

The Mayor thanked Ms Roberts for attending

MARKET DRAYTON COMMUNITY ENTERPRISE
Councillor Aldcroft entered the chamber and joined the meeting.


A representative from the Market Drayton Community Enterprise gave a PowerPoint presentation on the production of a Community Directory for Market Drayton.

The representative said that producing a Community Directory is a Shropshire Council initiative linked to Social Prescribing;  the purpose of which is to provide a resource for residents who are seeking support in the local area.  The Directory will be produced in hard copy and available online.

So far 300 voluntary and community groups have been identified.  Forms are being sent out to gather contact information; unfortunately, the information goes out of date quickly and forms are slow to be returned.


The group are working with The Qube, an Oswestry based organisation who have been commissioned by Shropshire Council to help with the production of Community Directories, to upload the first batch of information onto the online directory.


The representative said that they would like the Town Council to help raise the awareness of the directory and asked if a link could be put on the Town Council website to the Community Directory.


Councillor Glover asked if putting a link on the website would create any additional work for the Town Council Staff.  The representative responded that there would be no additional work as updating the directory will be done by the Qube.


Councillor Glover proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded, and it was RESOLVED with one abstention:


To include a link on the Town Council website to the Local Directory.

BUDGETS


Details of the proposed budget was circulated prior to the meeting.

Councillor Whittle said the proposed budget for the Community and Governance Committee was £30,000.  He proposed to split the budget under 3 separate headings to allow better transparency.
He said that funding would be set aside for local events;  Community groups would still need to request funding.
He also said that money would be set aside for the messenger as it is a very good publication informing residents what is going on the in the town.

UPDATE
The Projects Officer gave a verbal update on progress setting up a community speed watch scheme.  She said speed enforcement is currently taking place on Shropshire Road and Newcastle Road; usually enforcement and community speed watch cannot take place in the same town, but due to the distance between the locations the Community Safety Partnership have agreed to consider a Community Speed Watch.

Traffic data has been collected at the beginning of November for the proposed roads, Adderley Road, Newport Road and Walkmills Road.                                             If analysis of the data shows the speed and volume of traffic meets the necessary criteria a risk assessment will be done on the roads before a decision is made regarding their suitability.  If agreement is given training will be provided for the volunteers ready for the Community Speed Watch to start.

SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL UPDATE

Councillor Aldcroft provided the following reports.

A planning meeting took place with Shropshire Highways and WSP contractors regarding the alterations planned for the approach to Phoenix Bank; work is due to commence in June/July next year.  Main points will be a proper dropped kerb and crossing across Newtown and also a zebra near the pool entrance.

Shropshire Council are trying to reduce overspend this year currently at 9.3 million.  Next year forecast 20 million.

Meetings are taking place regarding building of and location of the swimming pool and splash pool.
West Midlands Ambulance Service took over the NHS 111   on November 5th This will improve the service to patients significantly as Paramedic nurse practitioners will either signpost patients to the correct service or send an ambulance.
Local Plan Review – The preferred site for the relocation of Market Drayton Sports Association is Longford Turning.  There are some highways issues to resolve but the project is moving forward and will form part of the Local Plan. A business plan is being prepared by Market Drayton Sports Association and a consultant is to be sought to sort logistics.
The Clerk asked if Longford Turning is the preferred site for Market Drayton Sports Association.  Councillor Aldcroft responded that Shropshire Council and Market Drayton Sports Association have collectively settled on the site.
Councillor R Smith said Shropshire Council recently purchased a shopping centre that has lost significant value.  Councillor Aldcroft replied that the shopping centre is a long-term investment project, significant regeneration of the area is planned.

Councillors Mrs. J. Beckett and T. Beckett left the meeting.

Councillor Glover said the main project has been the ongoing discussions regarding the use of part of the ground floor of the Corbet Arms as a Community Hub.    A Festival of Health and Wellbeing was held on 8th October; The creation of a Community Directory is coming close to completion; A fundraising event is being held at the Lord Hill on Monday 2nd December, 7.30 for 8pm start; A meeting is being arranged with Shropshire Wildlife to discuss maintenance and potential events involving school children at Walkmills Meadows.
