MINUTES

Councillor Ridgway proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was RESOLVED with 1 abstention:

The Chairman said he has no further information to report from the Full Council meeting held on 1 September.

PLACE PLAN REVIEW
Councillor Hughes said there is going to be an Extraordinary Council meeting in two weeks to discuss the Neighbourhood Plan and suggested this item is deferred until then as the Neighbourhood Plan and the Place Plan feed into each other.
Councillor Whittle was very concerned about the flood risk management plan, he said it does flood on the A53, also the sewage plant needs reviewing.
He pointed on the map within the Chamber the areas of his concerns.

Councillor Glover asked where the additional rugby pitch is going to be positioned.

The Chairman said he can speak on behalf of the Sports Association and there is no likelihood for further pitches at Greenfields; he said this has been an aspiration of theirs for a long time ago.

Councillor Hughes proposed, Councillor Minnery seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To defer this item to an Extraordinary Council meeting to be held on Thursday 29 September where the Neighborhood plan can be considered at the same time.

NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
Councillor Hughes said the Neighbourhood Draft Plan document is now ready for Council to agree for a six weeks consultation period, he said the Clerk will forward members a copy with next week’s agendas.

PLANNING COMMITTEE REVIEW
The Chairman said he has put this item on the agenda because the way Council processes the planning applications needs to be reviewed. In particular; the TPOs and conservatories etc.
He feels the process is no longer fit for purpose to call all members to look at these applications and welcomes any comments.

Councillor Whittle said sometimes the Council do not get to see an application until it has been passed by SC.  He said Shropshire Councillors are aware of the applications first, leaving Town Councillors in the dark.

Councillor Aldcroft said he thought it was time the Clerk used her discretion on applications in a defined way and to offer ‘no objection’ to applications as she sees fit.
Councillor Cadwallader thought not every application needs to be looked at and suggested filtering out extensions and tree applications.  However, he thought the Council should carry on the way they are meeting on a fortnightly basis because Shropshire Council needs feedback.

The Clerk said she has received an email from the Planning Officer at Shropshire Council today to say they are reviewing the planning system.

Councillor Hughes said he sits on Shropshire Council Planning Committee and assured members that there is nothing that he has access to that can’t be accessed to all Councillors, by using the planning portal.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Smith seconded and it was RSOLVED:

To defer this item until SC has completed its review and put it back on an agenda.
