1. CG     APOLOGIES

No apologies have been received.
2. CG     DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS

There were no pecuniary interests declared.
3. CG     PUBLIC SESSION
No members of the public had expressed a wish to speak at the meeting.
4. CG     MINUTES
Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Cartwright seconded, and it was RESOLVED with 3 abstention:
To agree and confirm the minutes of a meeting of the Community and Governance committee held on 16 May 2019.

5. CG      GINGERBREAD MAN

The Chair explained that the current brick gingerbread man on the A53 may be dismantled due to development in the area.  He suggested relocating it the Gingerbread roundabout.


Councillor Erwin said that an alternative scheme for gingerbread men on the roundabouts is being explored.  Councillor R Smith explained that his wife is investigating the possibility of placing metal gingerbread men at the entrances of the town; early discussions have taken place with a local company regarding costings and local businesses will be approached to help fund the project.

Councillor Nellins suggested that a gingerbread man should be placed on the Gingerbread roundabout, one facing each entrance to the town rather than each entrance.  Councillor Beckett said that the black figures were not very visible at certain time of day and suggested an alternative colour be used.  Councillor R Smith said the idea is for the figures to be brown with white sections.


Councillor Aldcroft said that permission would need to be obtained from Shropshire Council’s Highways Department to erect structures on roundabouts and at entrances to the Town.
Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To proceed with obtaining costings for the production and installation of Gingerbread Men.


To obtain permission from Shropshire Council to erect the Gingerbread Men.
6.CG
PARTY IN THE PARK
The Chair explained that a request has been received for funding towards Party in the Park.

Councillor Aldcroft said that the Council need to consider how the public will view two Councillors being given funding to organise a party.

Councillor Glover said the Town Council has previously agreed to support the event which is being organised by the group with the support of the Town Council.  
Councillor M Smith said that the event is an annual event, the income from last years event covered the cost of the toilets, security and PA system.  The funding request is for £2,400 to pay for a stage and PA system as the flat bed trailer used as a stage last year is not suitable for the variety of bands attending this year’s event.
The Clerk said that Party in the Park is organised under the umbrella of the Town Council but no budget has been allocated.  A decision needs to be taken regarding future events, and if Town Council are running the event Council should consider allocating a budget.
Councillor Nellins suggested that the Town Council sponsor the stage and PA equipment.  He also suggested a banner be displayed on the stage advertising the sponsorship. 
After a short discussion:

Councillor Nellins proposed, Councillor Edmunds seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To sponsor the stage and a banner at Party in the Park 2019 at a cost of £2,400.  Receipts to be provided as evidence of spend.
7.CG      COMMUNITY SPEED WATCH
The Chair explained that the following roads have been put forward to be
monitored through a Community Speed watch scheme and asked Councillors to
agree their inclusion in the scheme.  The Clerk explained that Shropshire Road
and Newcastle Road are not included on the list as speed enforcement is going to
be carried out by the Safer Roads partnership.

Councillor T Beckett proposed, Councillor Edmunds seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To approve the roads for inclusion in the Community Speed Watch scheme as:

- Adderley Road (from Gingerbread roundabout to the turning into   

Greenfields Lane)

- Newport Road (by the swimming baths)

- Walkmills Road (towards the swimming baths)

POLICE AND CRIME COMMISSIONER’S TOWN AND PARISH SURVEY

Councillor Aldcroft said that the survey is not representative and as the Police and Crime Commissioner is attending a future meeting the Council should speak to him directly rather than complete the survey.


Councillor Nellins said the local police try and do a good job but there is a lack of local policing in the area and many of the questions on the survey are not relevant.


Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To send a response stating that the Town Council will not be completing the survey as local issues will be raised with the Police and Crime Commissioner directly.

The Chair said the Royal Irish Regiment would like to hold a Home Coming Parade on Saturday 7th December 2019 and requested Council approve the parade.

Councillor Edmunds proposed, Councillor Nellins seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To approve the Royal Irish Regiment Home Coming Parade on Saturday 7th December 2019.

VISIT TO WEST MIDLANDS AMBULANCE SERVICE HEADQUARTERS
The Chair asked if Councillors would be interested in visiting the West Midlands Ambulance Service Headquarters in Brierly Hill.
Councillor Aldcroft said arrangements could be made for Councillors to visit the Headquarters in Brierly Hill or the Ambulance Centre at Stafford as it is closer.  The visit would be for 2-3 hours.  Councillors agreed they would like a visit to be arranged; Councillor Aldcroft to make the necessary arrangements and circulate details.
11.CG  SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL UPDATE
Councillor Aldcroft said that Shropshire Council have lost money on the shopping centre; the area is to be revamped as a visitor destination, not just a shopping centre.
A restructure is taking place within the Highways Department and new officers are being recruited. A Highways team has been allocated to progress the North West Relief Road.

REPORTS FROM OUTSIDE BODIES

Councillor Glover reported the Community Enterprise AGM took place on the 24th June 2019; the following updates were given.  Negotiations have started with Historic England regarding the Corbet Arms project which is anticipated to cost one to three million pounds, phased over three years.  The Educational Partnership continues with links between each school.  The Community Directory is still to be finalised and the Summer Festival and the Festival of Creativity were both great successes.
Councillor Whittle reported that he has been re-elected as Chair of NALC; Councillor Aldcroft was elected as Vice Chair.  37 members attended the last meeting where the guest speaker was from the Ambulance Service.
