LOCAL ECONOMIC GROWTH STRATEGY
The Chairman welcomed Lisa Ashby and Nicola Fisher from Shropshire Council. Lisa said that the Economic Growth Strategy for Shropshire was launched in 2017.  One of the actions from the strategy was an undertaking to produce local economic growth strategies for each of the large market towns; Lisa thanked the Town Council for the opportunity to discuss how to produce the local strategy for Market Drayton.
Lisa explained that the local strategies will be Shropshire Council documents produced with support and input from local councils, stakeholders and businesses. The plans will provide an overview of the town and will be used to help “market” Shropshire.  However, as well as detailing good selling points they will also identify gaps and growth opportunities and the barriers and constraints to expansion and development.   
There is currently no budget allocated to deliver actions; Community Infrastructure Levy could be used if actions are linked to infrastructure and housing development.
Councillor Cadwallader said involvement from the local businesses is key to ensure the strategies help growth; the next step is to set up a workshop with local stakeholders to identify local issues.  
The strategies will focus on a variety of issues, a template clearly setting out what these are has been sent to the clerk 
Councillors welcomed the opportunity to work with Shropshire Council to produce the Market Drayton Strategy and agreed to hold an extra ordinary meeting of the Community and Governance committee on the 26th July to complete the template.
Councillors thanks Ms Ashby and Ms Fisher for attending the meeting.

Councillor Becket said that to resolve the issue of large vehicles accessing the Town Park part of the hedgerow would be removed to make a new gated entrance.  A local company have agreed to donate gates, posts and a wooden ramp to go over the curb.  The entrance would be used 2/3 times per year.

As we are currently in nesting season the hedge cannot be removed until early August, which would allow time for the installation of the gates before Party in the Park.
