SPEEDING ISSUES
The Chairman reported that the Council have had a complaint with worrying concerns regarding speeding vehicles on Shrewsbury Road.

He welcomed 2 members of the public to the meeting.
Due to this complaint the Chairman instructed The Road Safety Group to position the Digital Roadside Speed Sign by the junction of Bentleys Road on Shrewsbury Road going out of the town.
The Clerk circulated a chart showing the results 

2 members of the public entered the Chamber.

The Chairman welcomed Mr. Smith from The Road Safety Group to talk about the results.
Mr. Smith Said the speed indication unit has been positioned on Shrewsbury Road going out of the town for two week.  He said the results show very little speeding of which is not high enough for the police to take any interest in.

He said residents were pleased to see the unit put up in the area because it does work as a deterrent.

The Chairman suggested it would be a good idea to put the unit further down Shrewsbury Road by Longford Turning because cars seem to speed up going out of the town.

Mr. Smith agreed and said there is a possible lamp post he could attach the unit on by the turning to Country Meadows.

Councillor Aldcroft said looking on the positive side the device does slow the traffic down which is a positive deterrent.

The Chairman agreed and said more information needs to be taken from the device and suggested positioning it on the other side of the road coming into town; all information can be looked at and discussed at the next meeting.

He apologized to the members of the public for not getting a result they wanted tonight and taking longer than they anticipated but more information will be collated to have a look at in the next meeting.

Councillor Hughes said he has had a meeting with the Engineer at Shropshire Council regarding the safety on the two roundabouts at Longslow Road leading towards Alexandra Road.

He said cutting back the hedges and new markings will take place to help with the visibility however there will be no structural changes made this year because all the budget has been spent and there is no suggested changes the following year.
Mr. Smith said he has sat in his vehicle and monitored the said location; he has witnessed pedestrian’s really struggling crossing the road and is surprised there has not been an accident.
The Chair said the Council do achieve things such as the pelican crossing outside the Town Hall.

He thanked Mr. Smith for his hard work in monitoring the safety on the roads within Market Drayton and said it is important that he carries on his good work.

ENVIRONMENT CRIME REPORTING
