1. CG     APOLOGIES

Apologies were received and accepted from Councillor I. Nellins
2. CG     DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS

There were no pecuniary interests were declared.
3. CG     PUBLIC SESSION
The Chair suspended Standing orders to give two members of the public the opportunity to speak freely.
The Chair welcomed the first member of the public to the meeting
A member of the public said residents have put up with balls being kicked all over the Town Park for years; she asked when goalposts would be installed.   Installing goalposts would encourage the older children to play with the younger children.
The Chair said that goalposts would be installed within the next 7 days and thanked the resident for attending the meeting.
The Chair welcomed a representative from the Ginger and Spice Festival Committee.
The representative thanked the Town Council for the grants that have been given towards the Ginger and Spice Festival over the last couple of years.  She also thanked the past and present Mayors for their support and invited the forthcoming Mayor to the 2019 festival.  
She asked if she could attend a future meeting to discuss the Ginger and Spice priorities and events.

The Chair said the Council would welcome her back and thanked her for attending the meeting.

The meeting went back into Committee.
4. CG     MINUTES
Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Smith seconded, and it was RESOLVED with 2 abstentions:
To agree and confirm the minutes of a meeting of the Community and Governance committee held on 24 January 2019.

5. CG      ELECTION OF VICE CHAIR
The Chair asked for nominations for the position of Vice Chair of the Community and Governance Committee.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed Councillor Mrs. J Beckett; Councillor Mrs. J. Beckett declined the position.
The chair asked for any further nominations 
Councillor Beckett proposed, Councillor Aldcroft seconded, and it was RESOLVED with 1 abstention and 1 against:
To elect Councillor Mike Smith as Vice Chair of the Community and Governance Committee for the remaining Civic year.
6. CG   UPDATES
i)     Tree on Waterside Drive
Councillor Aldcroft said that no written quotes have been received for coppicing the tree.  The work to make the tree safe will cost in the region of £2,500; residents have raised £500 towards costs.  Residents are waiting for confirmation from Shropshire Council that the work can be carried out.
It was agreed that once all the quotes and permissions are in place residents need to write to the Town Council with a written commitment of how much they will match fund the work.  Once all the information is available the issue will then be discussed again.
ii)   Former Mayors Badges
A design for the badges was circulated.  The badges will cost £72.10 each; delivery time is approximately 8 weeks from date of order.  It was agreed to order 20 badges; between 10-12 will be given out to Former Mayors leaving 8 for future Mayors.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Glover seconded, and it was RESOLVED with 1 abstention:
To purchase 20 Former Mayors Badges at a cost of £72.10 each, as per the design circulated.

iii)   Honorary Townsmen and Lord Lieutenant Event
A date has not been set for the event as Sir Heber Percy is out of the Country until 8 March 2019.

iv)  Shop Watch

A member of the Local Policing Team and a volunteer have spoken to a few local shop owners regarding setting up a Shop Watch Scheme; the proposal has received a positive response.  The volunteer is going to distribute a letter to all shop keepers setting out the benefits of the scheme and asking interested shop owners to register an interest.  Conversations have also taken place regarding the use of SmartWater.
It was agreed that a representative from the Local Policing Team be invited to the next meeting.

7. CG
SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL UPDATE
Councilor Aldcroft said there has been some confusion regarding the Local Plan
and Neighbourhood Plan.  The allocation of sites in the Local Plan at Adderley 
roundabout and Longford Turning will not stop the relocation of Greenfields.  The 
development of the allocated sites would meet the required development for 
Market Drayton; Greenfields is not an allocated site, it is classed as a windfall site 
in the local plan, which allows for it to be developed.
There is a lot of ongoing work to bring clubs together and attract new sports to the 
proposed sports centre.  There are three sites under consideration for the new 
sports centre; Longford, the marina site and another that is currently commercially 
sensitive.

The Chair reported that he attended a meeting of Churches Together where he became a Trustee.  The group meet once a year to agree bursaries for people in hardship.
Councillor Glover reported that he attended a meeting on Monday 4 March of the Community Enterprise.  Projects discussed included Grove School (Education/Learning Partnership), Neighbourhood Plan Review, Festivals (dates, marketing and public liability insurance), the Local Directory and Media and Marketing.

The Chair said that the Arts Festival will be working under the name Creative Drayton.
