DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS


There were no pecuniary interests raised.

PUBLIC SESSION
No members of the public had expressed a wish to speak at the meeting.
4. CG 
MINUTES
Councillor Glover proposed, Councillor Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED with 1 abstention:
To agree and adopt the minutes of a meeting of the Community and Governance committee held on 6 September 2018.

5. CG       CAPMD- CHRISTIANS AGAINST POVERTY



Information regarding the request was circulated previously.  




Councillor Glover declared a sensitive interest.

The Chair explained that a request has been received from Market Drayton Christians Against Poverty for funding up to £1,500.
Councillor Cadwallader said that a representative from the Citizens Advice Bureau (CAB) attended a previous meeting requesting funding for running costs; a decision regarding their request was not agreed.  Councillor Cadwallader asked for an item to be included on the next agenda to discuss their request.   He also said that the Town Council should ensure they do not support two organisations who have overlapping objectives.

Councillor Edmunds said that CAP provide targeting advice to help people get out of poverty whilst CAB provide a wide variety of advice and signposting.
The Town Clerk explained that there is currently a small grants pot of up to £300; the large grant scheme no longer exists.  If the Town Councilors want to re-introduce the large grant scheme it would have to be agreed at Council.

Councillor Aldcroft said that both requests could be considered by Finance along with the re-introduction of the large grant scheme.  Councillor Whittle replied that the Community and Services committee has budget available; the committee can decide if they would like to fund projects that do not qualify for the small grants scheme.
Councillor Edmunds proposed, Councillor Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED with 2 abstentions and one against:
To grant a one-off payment of £1,500 to Christians Against Poverty Market Drayton.
6. CG     ENVIRONMENTAL CRIME ENFORCEMENT
Details relating to this agenda item were circulated previously.

Councillor Aldcroft said the response from Shropshire Council does not support setting up a volunteer dog warden scheme; Church Streeton Town Council have confirmed they do not run a volunteer scheme. Without Shropshire Council’s support the scheme cannot progress.
Councillor Glover suggested lobbing members of parliament to re-introduce dog licenses; money raised could then be used to fund wardens

Councillor Glover proposed, Councillor Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To send one letter to the Rt Hon Owen Patterson MP requesting the reintroduction of dog licenses to fund environmental crime enforcement.
7. CG
NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
The Clerk explained that the independent examiner has not put the Neighbourhood Plan forward to referendum.  Following this decision there are a couple of options available to the Town Council:
Option one – the Marina site and relocation of the Greenfields site are included in the Local Plan.  Shropshire Council are supportive of the proposals in the Neighbourhood Plan and are keen not to lose the objectives of the Neighbourhood Plan.
Option two – to go back to regulation 14 and address the issues raised by the examiner.  The Clerk is confident that all the issues with exception of the objection from one of the neighbouring parishes could be addressed, without support from all neighbouring parishes the Neighourhood Plan cannot progress.

The Clerk explained that she is waiting for the Senior Planning Officer from Shropshire Council to forward more information regarding the above options; once received a special meeting will be arranged for Councillors to consider and agree the best option.  
The Chair said there is already interest from developers in the development of the Marina; the Town Council need to ensure that the development takes place as it would give a large boost to tourism.

REPORTS FROM OUTSIDE BODIES
Councillor Glover said the next Community Partnership meeting is on 12 November at 7pm.
The Chair said that he attended a meeting regarding Shropshire Community Fund; they were asking for donations in the region of £40,000/£50,000 to help build up their fund.  
Councillor Aldcroft reported the following:

Shropshire Council are working towards clarifying the rules around the allocation of the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL).  CIL is paid by developers for each new development towards infrastructure improvements.  
Shropshire Council are having further discussions regarding the future of Shirehall.

West Midlands Ambulance Service is prepared for Winter.  There will be 450 staff on duty over the Christmas Period.
