Minutes of an Extraordinary meeting of the Services and Facilities Committee of Market Drayton Town Council held on 20 April 2017 at 7.00 pm in the Council Chamber, Town Hall, Frogmore Road, Market Drayton.

1. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received and accepted from Councillor J. Beckett, J. Gough and D. Minnery.
2. DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS


There were no pecuniary interests raised.
3. QUOTATIONS FOR MOWER
The Chairman said invitations went out to suppliers requesting quotes for an Lseki SFH240 with a 54” mulch deck sit on mower; this specification was chosen because it has been on trial at the cemetery last year and worked very well.

There has been three quotes back and asked for member’s thoughts.
After a brief discussion:

Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor T. Beckett seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To agree to purchase a new Lseki SFH240 with a 54” mulch deck sit on mower to be used at the cemetery from Company B at a cost of £10,600.
4. TENDERS FOR THE BUILDING FOR THE ZONE PROJECT

The Chairman said the Council have received four tenders to carry out the works; three quotes are for an adapted container and one quote is for a concrete sectional structure and all the ground works which the other three have not included which would cost approximately an additional £15 to £20,000.

The Steering Group have looked at the tenders and decided Contract B was the best.  
The Chairman said if members agreed Lottery approval would be needed as this varies from the original idea, however he doesn’t envisage a problem.

Councillor M. Erwin asked if anyone has seen the structure.

The Chairman said he, the Clerk and two members of the Steering Group visited Contractor B.  They were all impressed with the company and the standard of building work.
Councillor T. Beckett proposed, Councillor M. Erwin seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To award the building for the Zone project to Contractor B at a cost of £80,000 to include utility services and ground works subject to The Lottery approval.

5. TENDERS FOR THE NEW PLAY EQUIPMENT ON FAIRFIELDS

All members looked at the play park tenders that have been received.
The Chairman said the Steering Group have also looked at the plans and though that Contractor F would be most suitable.

All members agreed that Contractor F design for the park was the best.
Councillor Whittle said there is a lot of interactive equipment with this design; there is only one bench and thought there should be more.

The Clerk said there are a lot of benched at Dalelands West Park that have recently been refurbished which could be used at this park.

The Chairman said there is also enough in budget to ask the contractor to supply additional benches.
The meeting was adjourned whilst the Clerk left the Chamber to get the full paperwork for the tenders. 
The Clerk re-entered the Chamber.
The Chairman said the ground is very wet where the play equipment is to be situated, contracts are all visiting the site next week to have a look before the works start; any works needed will have to be agreed by Meres and Mosses to pay for this to be carried out.

Councillor M. Erwin asked if there is going to be railings around the park.

The Chairman said yes and will be funded by Meres and Mosses.

Councillor Aldcroft said it would be a good idea if after this park has been completed the Council look into adult exercise equipment.

The Chairman said yes and a central location such as the Town Park would be ideal.

Councillor Whittle asked if there are plans for CCTV in the area.

The Clerk said that Town Council have put in a bid into the Police Commissioner for a grant and will look into it again when she finds out if we have been awarded it.

Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor M. Erwin seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To award Contractor F at a cost of £24,124.00 for the new play equipment on Fairfields and to enquire about purchasing two additional benches at the same specification as the bench included in the quote.
The meeting concluded at 7.15 pm.
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
