Councillor Smith proposed, Councillor Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED with 1 abstention:

POLICY ON CONTRACTORS
Councillor Whittle said he would like the Council to consider maintaining a list of approved contractors rather than approaching different contractors for quotes each time we have a project. 
Councillor Cadwallader said that in the interest of transparency the Town Council should advertise all work locally, providing local companies/tradesmen the opportunity to quote.  Councillors agreed this approach would enable a list of contractors to be produced and maintained.

After a long discussion it was agreed that a list of contractors be produced by advertising in the Market Drayton Messenger for local companies/tradesmen to register to quote for future work.  To ensure the Financial regulations are complied with work costing under £5,000 will continue to be approved by the Clerk; work over £5,000 to be advertised; work over £25,000 to go out to procurement.  
Councillor Cadwallader proposed, Councillor Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To advertise in each edition of the Market Drayton Messenger that the Town Council place contracts for work; asking interested companies/tradesmen to register if they would be interested in quoting.
The Clerk said that the Town Council heavily subsidise the Drayton Messenger and should use the leaflet to promote themselves more.

Councillor Whittle suggested and it was agreed that a list of Town Council events should be advertised in each edition of the Drayton Messenger.

REPORTS FROM OUTSIDE BODIES 

Councillor Cadwallader said that Market Drayton Sports Association Ltd (Greenfields) have identified a deficit of £8,300 in their budget due to capital spend.  He asked Councillors to note that the Association require additional funding of £10,000.

Market Drayton Sports Association currently receive £27,500 per annum from the Town Council.  Councillors agreed additional information was required regarding how the Association plan to raise income to reduce the identified shortfall and a copy of the budget for the next 12 months before a decision could be made regarding awarding additional funding.  Councillor Aldcroft agreed to obtain the information prior to the next meeting.
Councillor Glover said that he attended a meeting of the MD Community Partnership on the 12 November; Agenda items included Incredible Edible, Drayton Arts Festival, MD Tourism and Visitors Group, MD Education Partnership, Children’s Art Workshops and MD Neighbourhood Plan.  Thereafter followed the AGM: Richard Priestly was elected chair.

Councillor Glover also attended a meeting of the MD and District Road Safety Group on 27 November; Agenda items included VAS System and recording data, Bettan Road safety issues, Newcastle Road speed monitoring, Safer Roads Partnership and Community Speed Watch.  Thereafter followed an Extraordinary General Meeting at which it was agreed the group would disband and close down with immediate effect.
