THE ZONE STEERING GROUP
The Chairman said the steering group is made up of four residents from the Longlands Estate, a housing Officer from Shropshire Council and himself; he asked if anyone else would consider being a part of the group.

Councillor Minnery said he knows Councillor T. Beckett is not at the meeting but he has shown an interest in joining the group.

Councillor Minnery proposed, Councillor Taylor seconded and it was RESOLVED:

For Councillor T. Beckett to be a member of The Zone Steering Group.

PUBLIC TOILETS
i) The Chairman confirmed that a standalone toilet unit will fit in the space between the Town Hall and Argos; this is Town Councils private land.
Councillor Minnery asked if planning permission is required.

Councillor J. Gough entered the Chamber.

The Chairman said he has seeked advice from Shropshire Council who have confirmed planning permission is not required because it would be situated on Town Councils land and the unit would be under a certain size.

ii) The Chairman said that the new toilet unit has been previously discussed in meetings; he asked if members would prefer to set up a Task and Finish Group to discuss the requirements further.

Councillor Whittle asked if the Chairman had any toilet unit designs he could have a look at and would they be put in more than one location.

The Chairman said there is only enough money in budget for a new toilet unit next to the Town Hall to be purchased this year.

The Chairman showed members some pictures of possible toilet units on the head projector.

The Chairman said it would work out cheaper to purchase a new toilet unit than to refurbish the current toilets attached to the Town Hall; the insurance claim will help with the purchase.

Councillor Minnery said there is an issue with the current toilets integrity; he thought a standalone toilet unit would be the most sensible option due to the whole Town Hall nearly catching fire after the fire in the public toilets and the current toilets could be refurbished and made into a separate storage space.

Councillor Whittle asked if there is a UK manufacture.
Councillor Minnery said he has researched for possible UK suppliers and confirmed that there aren’t any.  He could only find suppliers in Austria, Italy and Croatia, UK are a distributer only.
The Chairman said he has been informed about a potential UK supplier by another Councillor however these units are not suitable; they are more for building sites.  He said the units in Croatia they looked at seem to be the most suitable, best value for money and they comply with British Standards regulations.

Councillor Purcell said best value in important regardless where ever the units come from.

Councillor Taylor asked if the units come ready assembled.

The Chairman said yes they would be fully equipped; we would have to sort out the ground work for them to sit on.

The member of public left the Chamber.

Councillor David proposed, Councillor Taylor seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To set up a Task and Finish Group to look into a new public toilet unit to be situated on Town Council land adjacent to the Town Hall before the Council goes out to tender.  A report back will be given at the next meeting.

NEW VEHICLE


Members NOTED the new vehicle details.
Councillor Taylor asked how much the vehicle cost, where it was from and was it delivered to the Council.

The Chairman said it cost £7,900, money has been earmarked for a new vehicle and was within budget.  He said it was purchased from a garage in Somerset and he collected it himself.

Councillor Taylor asked if there was another suitable vehicle closer and has heard there has been some repairs carried out to it already; she asked if there was enough money in budget for collecting it and fixing the vehicle.

The Chairman said there were only two vehicles suitable to carry out Councils duties; it was agreed in a previous meeting to buy the vehicle we now have because it was the only vehicle with a tipping facility which we required.  
Councillor Gough said the tipping vehicle was defiantly the best option and would be best used.

The Chairman said the seal had broken in the cab which was letting in water; he does not know how much this costs right now but with the repairs and travel costs going to pick it up would still come in budget.

The Chairman said it is not on the agenda but was aware Councillor Whittle asked where the CCTV cameras would be positioned in the town at the last meeting.  He said he has now got a map of where they are and wanted members to familiarize themselves with the information.

The Chairman distributed the information for members to have a look at.

Councillor Whittle said he has been talking to Councillor Aldcroft; he said in other towns you are able to connect to the internet and look at the CCTV so that you can see live pictures of what is going on in town.  He asked if this is something our town’s CCTV can do?

The Chairman said the software purchased has capabilities to do this and thought it was a good idea but would have to look into the legal side for doing it. 
Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor Purcell seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To look into the possibility of letting people use Town Council’s CCTV software on line to see live pictures of the streets in Market Drayton; an update report will be given to members.
