Councillor Smith proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To adopt the minutes of a Services and Facilities Committee meeting held on 7 June 2018.

PUBLIC SESSION

No members of the public had expressed a wish to speak at the meeting.

STREET LIGHTING

The clerk said a visual audit of each light needs to be completed and a report produced in preparation to go out to tender for a new maintenance contract.  Both companies have been asked to carry out the same audit.
Councillor Cadwallader proposed, Councillor Nellins seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To accept the lowest quote for the inspection.

CEMETERY BENCHES
The Chair said it is policy not to install any more benches at the Cemetery.  Due to two recent requests to install benches; and as the policy has not been looked at for several years, Councillors were asked to consider re-affirmation of the policy.
The Clerk said there are already a significant number of benches at the Cemetery, some of which are in disrepair.

Councillor Whittle said there should be a standardised procedure for the installation of benches in the town to ensure quality.
It was suggested that benches could be installed in the town as an alternative to the Cemetery.

The Chair proposed, Councillor Edmunds seconded it was RESOLVED:
To re-affirm Council policy that no more benches are installed at the Cemetery
Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor Cadwallader seconded it was RESOLVED:
To have a standardised procedure for the installation of new memorial benches in the town.

GOAL POSTS

Papers relating to this item were circulated previously.

The Projects Officer had received advice that the most popular goal posts to be installed on play areas are 12’ x 6’ steel with socketed posts as they are durable and can be used by a wide range of young people.
At the Chair’s request the siting of the goal posts at Longlands play area and the Town Park were considered separately.
Longlands – the goalposts were taken down several years ago due to the installation of the new play equipment.  Councillor Glover asked for the installation of a new set at the request of local young people.

Town Park - Councillor Edmunds said she has been contacted by residents requesting goal posts on the town park to stop stray balls; she has received a mixed response when talking to a wider group of residents about goal posts.  

Councillor Glover proposed, Councillor Cadwallader seconded it was RESOLVED:
To purchase two sets of 12’ x 6’ steel goalposts with socketed posts: one for Longlands play area and one for the Town Park.

The location of the goalposts on the Town Park to be decided following a site visit.

ADULT FITNESS EQUIPMENT 


Papers relating to the installation of adult fitness equipment on the Town Park were circulated previously.
The Projects officer said three companies were asked to quote; only two quotes had been received.  There was no obvious reason for the difference in price, however one company specializes in adult fitness equipment.

Quote B is from the company who installed the equipment at Shawbury.


Councillor Whittle said he was happy with the equipment from supplier B as he and Councillor Aldcroft visited Shawbury and used the equipment.

Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor Edmund seconded it was RESOLVED:

To accept the quote from company B.

CCTV

Papers relating to this item were circulated previously.

The clerk said the quote members had received is for CCTV to cover the toilets at Newport Road and the Skatepark.  The quote is from the company who provide the Town Council’s existing CCTV to ensure it is compatible.

The Clerk said she has contacted the officer at Shropshire Council to confirm the camera can be installed on one of the lighting columns and contacted St Mary’s church again.


Councillor Whittle said that the Assistant Clerk had mentioned previously that she can monitor the cameras but has not been trained; he asked if the Town Clerk and Assistant Town Clerk could be trained to ensure they can use the system correctly.


Councillor Glover proposed, Councillor Smith seconded it was RESOLVED:
To agree the quote to install new CCTV cameras at Newport Road and provide training for the Town Clerk and Assistant Town Clerk on the monitoring system.
