APOLOGIES

Apologies were received and accepted from Councillors: J. Gough and I. Nellins
2. CG
DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS


There were no pecuniary interests raised.
3. CG
MINUTES
Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Smith seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To agree and adopt the minutes of a meeting of the Community and Governance committee held on 19 July 2018.
4. CG 
PUBLIC SESSION
Standing orders were suspended to give a resident the opportunity to speak freely.
A member of the pubic said that she has written to the Town Council several times over the last few weeks. She said one of the issues raised was the overgrown hedge along the side of the Town Park on Gardens; residents have now signed a petition supporting the removal of the hedge which would make the road safer and improve visibility.
She also mentioned a hedge overhanging the curb on the corner near the Phoenix Centre; asked when the goalposts are going to be installed on the Town Park; stated that more social housing needs to be built in the future; enquired if Severn Trent have been asked to expand the water works at Dalelands and asked if the Town Council had any influence over whether air conditioning is incorporated into new builds.
Cllr Aldcroft said the removal of the hedge is on the agenda for discussion later in the meeting; goalposts have been ordered; social housing is dealt with by Shropshire Council; Shropshire Council are in contact with utility providers regarding future supply.
Cllr Glover said he has previously raised with the Clerk if there are any regulation about ball games on the Town Park.  The Clerk said that she could not find details of any by-laws restricting ball games.
The chair thanked the member of the public 
The meeting went back into committee.
5. CG       NEWPORT ROAD PUBLIC TOILETS

Papers relating to this item were circulated previously

Discussions took place regarding replacing the entrance doors with coin operated doors.  Similar doors have already been installed at the Town Centre toilets which has reduced vandalism.

Councillor Cadwallader asked if the building is structurally strong enough for the doors.  The Clerk responded that the integrity of the building is good and that the current doors are already very heavy.


The Clerk said the quote received is from builders that have previously carried out work for the Town Council.  Councillor Cadwallader said that it is not good practice to go back to the same supplier and requested more quotes be requested.
The Clerk agreed to obtain additional quotes and report back on progress; anticipated installation of the doors is by Easter 2019.

Councillor Smith proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To agree in principle to install coin operated doors at Newport Road toilets subject to a successful quote process.  Chair and Town Clerk to be have delegated powers to proceed with the project.
6. CG     PICNIC AREA
The Chair said that the Town Council has previously discussed managing the picnic area and using part of the picnic area as a BMX track to enhance the recreational facilities. To progress this the Town Council need to have responsibility for the area. The Chair suggested submitting an expression of interest to Shropshire Council to maintain the area.
Councillor Glover said the land is owned by Fields in Trust and managed by Shropshire Council.  The Trust ensure that the land is used for recreational purposes only.

Councillor Cadwallader said that details of maintenance costs and revenue should be obtained and consideration given to requesting a commuted sum for 2 years maintenance. 
Cllr Erwin proposed, Councillor Cadwallader seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To submit an expression of interest to Shropshire Council to manage the picnic area; progress to be reported back to committee.
7. CG
CLEANING CONTRACT
Papers relating to this item were circulated previously.
The Clerk said that 3 quotes have been received and that the contract is for one year with the option to roll over for a further 2 years.
Cllr Smith proposed and Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To accept the quote from Maid in England.
8. CG
    S106 AGREEMENT
The Projects Officer explained that a S106 agreement, in lieu of onsite provision of public space on the proposed Towers Lawn development, is being prepared by Shropshire Council.  Shropshire Council have asked where the Town Council would like the money to be spent so specific details can be included in the S106 agreement; this is due restrictions around pooling of S106 agreements. 
Councillor Aldcroft suggested improvements to the picnic area and towards the installation of a water park at the swimming bath.  The Clerk said that Dalelands play area is the next play area that needs updating.

Cllr Glover proposed and Cllr Smith seconded and it was RESOLVED:

That Section 106 agreement relating to the proposed development at Towers Lawn to state that monies will be spent on improvements to the picnic area, Dalelands play area and towards the provision of a water park at the swimming baths.
9.CG
CIL – NEIGHBOURHOOD FUND
The Chair said he would like to use some of the Neighbourhood Fund to repair the pavement outside the new Funeral Directors building in town.   Part of the pavement is in private ownership and part is owned by Shropshire Council.  
It was agreed that details of the boundary line for the area be obtained to confirm where ownership and responsibility lies.  Item to be considered again once information has been obtained.
10. CG
REMOVAL OF HEDGE AND TREE
i) To consider removing the hedge on Manor Gardens on the boundary of the Town Park.

Residents have raised a petition to have the hedge on the boundary of the Town Park along Manor Gardens removed leaving the fence in place.  
Councillor Whittle said removal of the hedge would allow improvements to the footpath and entrance.
Councillor Erwin said he was concerned that removing the hedge would increase traffic speed.  He requested a letter be sent to residents informing them the hedge is being removed.
Cllr Glover proposed and Cllr Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED with one objection:
To cut the hedge down to its roots and write to residents informing them of the decision.

Cllr J Beckett and Cllr T Beckett left the meeting

ii) To consider the removal of the very tall tree situated immediately next to the Skatepark for Health and Safety reasons
The tall tree situated next to the Skatepark has been identified as dangerous.  
Cllr Cadwallader said that when removing a tree, a new tree should be replanted.

Cllr Whittle proposed and Cllr Glover seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To remove the tree subject to a report stating the tree is unsafe.
11. CG    THE ZONE
i) To consider an outdoor storage unit

The chair said quotes have been received for an outside storage unit at the Zone to store sporting equipment and furniture.  
Due to the size of the storage unit planning permission may be required.

The Clerk said she would contact Shropshire Council regarding planning regulations and report back. She suggested that landscaping of the outside area be completed first, including making a disabled friendly access.
ii)     To consider landscaping and making easy access to the building
The Chair said that accessibility is an issue, especially for disabled visitors, as there is no path to the Zone.  He suggested putting in a new path, plastic matting and landscaping the area.
Cllr Cadwallader proposed and Cllr Aldcroft seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To produce a job specification and obtain quotes for the work.  Details of costs to be brought back committee.
12. CG    CHRISTMAS LIGHTS
It was agreed that the 2019 Christmas Lights switch on will be on the 16th November.
A Christmas Lights working Group was formed consisting of Cllr Aldcroft, Cllr Edmunds and Cllr Smith.  As there were several Councillors absent the date of the first working group meeting to be circulated to all Councillors asking if they would like to attend.
