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Market Drayton Town Council

Minutes of a meeting of the Services and Facilities Committee of Market Drayton Town Council held on 30 November 2017 at 7.30 pm in the Council Chamber, Town Hall, Frogmore Road, Market Drayton.

1. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received and accepted from Councillors: R. Gould.
2. DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS


There were no pecuniary interests were declared.
3. MINUTES
Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor Glover seconded and it was RESOLVED with 4 abstentions:
To adopt the minutes of a Services and Facilities Committee meeting held on 3 August 2017.

4. CHRISTMAS LIGHTS EVENT
The Assistant Clerk said the Christmas Lights Event went extremely well.  There was a very good turnout of people throughout the whole day, the new lights are much better and brighter and have received many compliments about them.  The main attraction was the reindeer; he was well loved and appreciated by all ages.
The Mayor said the event was extremely good and thanked the Assistant Clerk for organizing it all.

Councillor Cadwallader said he has heard good reports that the town was very busy throughout the day.

Councillor Whittle said the day was extremely well organized and thanked the Assistant Clerk for all her hard work organising it.

5. DEFIBRILLATORS FOR THE TOWN
The Chairman said he has received a quote which is part funded by West Mercia Ambulance of £1,100 for an external defibrillator.  He said he feels these are very important for our town to have and urged members to consider purchasing two, one to be located outside the town hall and the other to be in front of Towers Lawn public toilets.
He said there are defibrillators located locally at the doctors, in the factory’s and the Festival Centre but these would provide twenty-four hour availability for the town.  

Councillor Gough said he feels these would be a real asset for the town; he knows they are very easy to operate; you just call 999, you inform the emergency services the box identification number and they will give you a code to open the unit and the instructions are very easy to follow.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To purchase two defibrillators; one to be positioned in front of the Town Hall and the other at Towers Lawn public toilets facing the bus park.
6. UPDATE ON PROJECTS
I) The Zone
The Chairman circulated copies of The Zone building map for members to look at.

He said there has been a few alterations made such as the kitchen arrangement plan to make it easier when taking cooking classes, enlarged windows and introducing a set of patio doors.

He said the key problem has been changing the toilet from having one to two cubicles, this was because the facility will be used as a multi-functional centre and will need to facilitate many people.  There will now be a conservatory and a small added space for storage at the back.  Doing this alterations has increased the buildings cubic capacity and will need to apply for planning permission.

The Clerk said these alterations have been put forward to The Zone Steering Group of which along with the employees are happy with them

Councillor Smith asked if the retrospective planning has been applied for.
The Chairman said he has made enquiries about it and will be submitting it soon.



ii)
The refurbishment of the public toilets adjacent to the Town Hall.
The Clerk circulated the drawings of the toilets from the awarded tender.
She said works on these toilets will start in the new year and will take approximately three weeks to complete.  She has also asked the contractors for a quote for doors with coin operated locks and will let members know the costings in order for a decision to be made on them.
iii)
The refurbishment of the Town Hall toilet facilities and surrounding area.

The Clerk said the floor in the toilet area is sinking, she has spoken to the contractors who will be refitting the public toilets who have taken a quick look at it and they feel there may be a leak under the floor.  She has asked the contractor for a quote to renew the two toilets, flooring, to put in a mop sink and look at the damp to the walls in the back reception area for members to decide to proceed.

Councillor Whittle said if there is a problem the Clerk should just get them fixed.
Councillor Whittle proposed, Councillor Smith seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To go ahead in principle of the price with the works in the Town Hall toilet facilities and surrounding areas.

The Clerk said no work has been carried out that she is aware of for twenty years in this area and will report back to committee when she has got some prices.
7. BUDGET
The Chairman asked members to consider any items they may wish to be considered during the estimates process.
Councillor Glover said the notice boards in Queen Street and opposite the bus park need upgrading with new fascia boards.

Councillor Nellins said it would be a good idea to have a sign on the noticeboard informing visitors where you are in the town.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Gough seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To contact C B Signs asking for a quote to upgrade the notice board signs in Queen Street and opposite the bus park to include a sign to inform visitors where they are on the map.

Councillor Whittle asked for money for the adult exercise equipment to be put into budget for next year.
Councillor Erwin said there are some errors on the cemetery wall plaque and asked if this could be replaced.

The Clerk said she could look into this but would need confirmation of the errors before they are corrected.

The Chairman said he was thinking about putting each name of the War Memorial onto a poppy next year and put them around the town.

Members liked this suggestion.
8. INFORMATION
i) The Clerk said Town Council have received the S106 money from the development of Charter Court.
ii) The Clerk wanted all members to be aware that there is a new vacancy position at the Town Council and the job description is on the website if they wish to view it.
