CEMETERY FEES

The Chairman said the Council increased the cemetery fees last year to bring them in line with other surrounding areas; the 1% proposed increase is to keep up with added inflation costs.

Councillor Taylor asked how much extra 1% would make on the total cost of a burial.
The Chairman said approximately on an interment only burial fee; it currently costs £550, so a 1% increase would be £5.50.  On a plot and interment burial fee; it currently costs £1050, so a 1% would be £10.00.

To agree to a 1% increase to the cemetery fees starting from 1 April 2016.
