MINUTES
Councillor Erwin said item seven states he is a judge for the In Bloom competition; he is unfortuantly unable to attend now due to work commitments.

The Chairman said there is still three judges which will be suffice.

Councillor Smith proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was RESOLVED with 1 abstention:
To adopt the minutes of a Services and Facilities Committee meeting held on 8 February 2018.

PUBLIC SESSION

No members of the public had expressed a wish to speak at the meeting.

STREET LIGHTING

The Assistant Clerk said Town Council was given notice from the current contractors that they would stop maintaining the lights from May 2018.  

Councillor Aldcroft said that some of the street lights have already been updated and adopted by Shropshire Council, some of the remaining street lights have concrete columns and need updating.  The Town Clerk asked for quotes to carry out an audit of the lights, of those approached only two have submitted a quotation.
As there was quite a difference between the two quotes received Councillors asked how specific the tender information was and if the quotes were for carrying out the same standard of works.  As public money is being used to fund the work it was agreed that more information was required before a decision could be made.  Information was also requested regarding the organisations that have quoted as details of the companies had not been circulated due to data protection.
Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Edmunds seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To do nothing at this stage, establish what needs auditing and make the specification clear to all contractors.
Councillor Glover asked if there was a policy for tendering.

Councillor Alcroft said that it would be looked into and an agenda item would be added to the next services and facilities meeting.

Councillor Edmund suggested that background information on both companies and a copy of what information was provided to quote against be provided at the next meeting.

Councillor D. Edmunds proposed, Councillor Glover seconded it was RESOLVED:
That a standardised format be produced for all tendering to ensure the same process is followed and is brought to the next meeting.

ROUNDABOUT AT THE TOWN PARK

The Chairman said the roundabout at the Town Park was installed in 2014 and is the only piece of disabled play equipment in the town.  It has been repaired several times and needs replacing as it keeps coming off its axle.  A quote and been received to replace the roundabout for approximately £7,207 plus fitting and disposal costs.  
Councillor Cadwallader said it is a very popular piece of equipment and he knows children are upset it is not working correctly; he suggested getting more quotes for this piece of equipment.
Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Smith seconded it was RESOLVED:
In principle to replace the roundabout at the Town Park with disabled facility, to look at options and costs before progressing.

Delegated powers to carry out the works to be given to the Clerk and Chairman of this committee.

IN BLOOM
The Assistant Clerk said the competition usually takes place in September; she has spoken to The Royal British Legion and they have Wednesday 12 September 2018 free if members would like to book this date.
Councillor Smith proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded it was RESOLVED:
To have the In Bloom presentation at the Royal British Legion on 12 September 2018.
Councillor Glover said the presentation can be long winded and suggested reducing the prize categories.

Councillor Erwin said this was reduced last year which worked well and the presentation evening ran smoothly and finished earlier.
The assistant clerk said last year each category received a 1st prize voucher of £20.00 a certificate and a trophy and 2nd and 3rd prize winners received a certificate; there were no highly commended awards last year.
Schools received £50 for 1st prize, £30 for 2nd prize and £30 for 3rd prize

Councillor Cadwallader proposed, Councillor Edmunds seconded and it was RESOLVED:

To follow the same routine for the In Bloom competition as last year with prizes being awarded as described by the Assistant Clerk.
1st prize category winners receive a £20 garden voucher and schools winners receive a garden voucher for 1st place £50, 2nd place £30 and 3rd place £20.

PROJECT UPDATES 

Cemetery

The Chairman said the Clerk has given the go ahead for the damage to the cemetery wall to be repaired; works should commence shortly.  The delay has been because there needs to be a traffic management control on Prospect Road whilst the works are being carried out.
The Projects Officer said insurance details have been received from the car driver and this will be followed up in the next few days.
Councillor Whittle said there has been several accidents and damage to Town Councils assets; he suggested having a standard form which is filled in when such incidents happen to ensure a process is followed and all Councilors are informed.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded it was RESOLVED:
To put an item on the next Finance and General Purpose agenda to produce a procedure setting out what to do in the event of damage accidental or criminal to Town Council Assets.

Floral Displays
The Assistant Clerk reported that last Thursday morning the workmen found some of the bedding plants removed and replaced with different shrubs, compost and tools and a shop front sign was found outside the Town Hall.
The old CCTV system shows images of a resident carrying the sign and tools and he had been identified as a local resident.  The Police were informed about the damage.

Councillor Aldroft said someone needs to pick up the costs, the Town Council cannot have situations where our assets are damaged and no action taken.

Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded it was RESOLVED:
To calculate the costs incurred in rectifying the damage to the flower beds and bill the individual responsible for carrying out the damage.
The Zone

The Chairman said The Zone project is proceeding well, white goods have now been delivered.  
He said there is an issue regarding the car parking, it was assumed the car parking was owned by Shropshire Council, it was later identified as being owned by Meres and Mosses.   It has been brought to the Town Councils attention that the car parking spaces are owned by another housing group, however we have been reassured this is not the case.

CCTV System
The Assistant Clerk said it was noticed when looking for coverage of the damage to the floral displays in front of the Town Hall that there was an issue with the system.  All system updates have been carried out and it was confirmed by the supplier there was a fault with it.

She said the unit cost £15,000; it is the second time the system has gone down.  The faulty equipment has been returned to the supplier for a full diagnosis investigation and new replacement equipment installed which is working well.
The Assistant Clerk said whilst the system was being tested it was noticed that camera 12 on the B&M building facing the pelican crossing was not working; on investigation the casing holding the camera had been damaged, this will be replaced as soon as possible.

Councillor Aldcroft said that the CCTV upgrade program has been stopped, new cameras will be installed to Town Councils assets first.

The Assistant Clerk made members aware that the floral displays from the new supplier were now up.
