BUDGET
The Clerk said the budget for this committee has increased from the previous year due to spiraling electric costs, maintaining old street lamps and an increase in budget to help maintain the cemetery lodge.

The Chairman said members will need to consider if they want to renew the street lamps; we have a quote and it should cost approximately £65K to complete the works.  He thought this should be completed in one go; it will mean all the lamps are working as they should and with the lights being LED it will bring the electricity bill down by up to 75%.
Councillor Nellins asked if the £17,000 was the current amount spent on the street lighting electricity bill.

The Clerk said yes; if the decision is make to renew the lamps to LED this will significantly reduce, plus the maintenance costs will reduce so we could recoup money back each year towards the cost of them.

The Clerk said that at the moment the Town Councils current street light contractor is used by Shropshire Council and Shropshire Councils street lights are run by LED’s.  They are willing to come and speak to members to discuss the upgrade.
Members agreed for the contractors to come to the next available meeting.
