CCTV PHASE TWO

Documents were circulated prior to the meeting.

The Chairman said all quotes have been received for the CCTV phase two; members have received all the information. 
The Working Group have met up to look over and discuss the technical and financial  quotes; after in depth research the Group have decided to recommend quote D to be accepted by Council which would hopefully be installed by the end of January 2021.


The Chairman asked for a proposal for the Working Groups recommendation.

Councillor T. Beckett said Quote C is very cheap; is this not being recommended because it does not meet the specifications?

The Chairman said The Working Group have looked through all the specifications on the quotes and they felt that the equipment in this quote would not do the job the Council needed it to do. 

Councillor Glover asked if Councillor M. Smith who sat on the Working Group and has experience in this field could give a brief explanation of the quotes so that members not on the group could understand the reasonings behind the recommendation chosen. 
The Chairman said the quotations have been looked at in depth by the Working Group; an explanation can be given but it should be kept brief.  
Councillor M. Smith said the quote Councillor T. Beckett asked about is so cheap because of the slow network speed and the cameras are not good under low light conditions.  Some quotes got discarded due to them being too expensive and other quotes were using an irregular system; he has had experiences with these and feels they are not reliable enough to do the job.   Quote D had all the required technical cameras and the price also came in competitive.
The Clerk wanted members to realise this is a proposal from the CCTV installation; there will be additional costs such as electricity.

Members NOTED the Clerks comments.


Councilor Whittle proposed, Councillor R. Smith seconded at it was RESOLVED:
To accept Quote D at a cost of £13,050 for the provision and installation of phase two for CCTV cameras.
