REASONS FOR REFUSAL

1.The proposed development is of a scale and design that it unacceptable and does not

reflect the scale and character of neighbouring properties. The size of the dwellings

will result in the development appearing cramped and contrived and the layout and

design will have an overbearing impact on and cause a loss of privacy to the

residential amenities of the surrounding area. This is contrary to the NPPF and

policies CS6 and MD2 of the Shropshire LDF.

2. Insufficient information has been provided with the application to demonstrate the

impact of the proposal on the natural environment. This includes the existing trees

and hedgerows and statutorily protected species and their habitats. As scu the

application is considered contrary to Policy CS17 of the Shropshire Core Strategy

and Policy MD12 of the SAMDev

3. There are concerns that appropriate levels of parking and manoeuvring space can be

provided for both the existing dweling and the proposed dwellings without detriment to

the use of the existing private drive. In addition no provision has been made for the

storage of bins for collection at the kerbside of the adopted highway without detriment

to the amenities of the surrounding area. As such the application considered contrary
to Policy CS6 of the Shropshire Core Strategy.
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
