Diverted Pathways

i. Proposed diversion of FP 30 (pt) Market Drayton under section 257 of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990.
The owner of the former garages on land off Butts Road Market Drayton submitted a planning application (reference 21/03100/FUL) to Shropshire Council to erect 4 no (2 pairs) Semi Detached bungalows following removal of lock up garages (resubmission), this planning permission was granted in August 2021.  Upon development footpath 30 will be affected by the properties thus a diversion order is required.
The applicant has applied to divert the footpath onto an alternative line, parallel to the Definitive line across land forming the private driveway to the properties.  The footpath will be maintained by the Council to foot usage standard only, any higher standard of surface for vehicular access will be the responsibility of the occupants.
