The Gentleman said he has been a resident in this area for many years, there are twenty seven objections on Shropshire Council portal for this application and would like the support from this council to object to the application on the following grounds; Over development, Design and appearance, Traffic volume, Refuge collection, Hinsley Mill Lane is very narrow and had concerned that this has not been thought out and will have an impact on the nearby homes.
He thanked members for their time and hoped they will consider his comments.

The Gentleman echoed the previous resident’s comments with the site being over developed, he had concerns with the houses overlooking his property which is not reflected in the plans.  He feels the application is not in line with Shropshire Councils housing plans which states all new developments need to include open spaces, if the six houses are approved there will not be any.  The mention of bird box’s being put up on sycamore trees in the application are not on this site, they are on other parts of land which is also misleading.

The resident thanked the Chairman for allowing him to speak and asked for the elected members of this Town Council to oppose this planning application.
