PUBLIC SESSION


There have been two questions submitted from a member of the public, 


They were on the screen for members and residents to see and the Clerk read them out.

1. Can Council members confirm what benefits they see to the local community of Market Drayton of the proposed development of 97 houses and a ‘country park’ at Longford Turning.
2. In light of SC approval of the land a Longford Turning to be listed as an Asset of Community Value can Council members comment on how they now see the potential and best use of the land at Longford Turning/Tern Valley.

Councillor Whittle said he has walked the Longford Turning area several times with different organisations and the Working Group looking at the wildlife and the proposed site for the houses.  He would like to see Shropshire Council investigate the area further to see if they will extend and preserve the nature area so that the Wildlife is preserved and the people of the town can continue their walks through the green area for fitness, dog walkers and people’s wellbeing. Once this has been completed Council can consider the application.
Councillor Minnery was not sure we should be taking questions about a matter Council will discuss in the next item.  He has submitted detailed comments to the Clerk he will discuss with members at some length when the application comes up.
He feels with regards to question one he cannot see any benefits whatsoever in permitting this development.  The Local Plan Review did consider this site (ref MDR031) and concluded that it would not be considered as a potential windfall site.and question two he feels the area should be left exactly as it is.

RESOLVED:
This Council notes the significant levels of public objection to this application, it notes that the site has recently been declared an ‘Asset of Community Value’ which is used by scores of people of all ages  every day from dog walkers to children playing in the woodland, and it also notes that Shropshire Council in preparing its draft Local Plan Review does not include this site as suitable for development.

This Council therefore recommends that the application be refused on the following material grounds:

1. The Local Plan Review did consider this site (ref MDR031) and concluded that it would not be considered as a potential windfall site.

2. The part of the site adjacent to Tern Valley phase two was set aside and landscaped for public access as a condition of Planning consent NS/08/01424/OUT. 

3. The site is almost two miles from the Medical Practice and the major retail outlets and so is not sustainable for affordable homes.

4. The site contains a very valuable wildlife corridor adjacent to the Tern Valley which itself is home to some important species. The Tern Valley corridor runs from Tunstall in the North East to Tern Hill in the South West though Walkmill and Fordhall and this application would divide and significantly impact on this by breaking the only remaining route allowing wildlife to pass the town; it is the ‘animal bypass’ for Market Drayton.
5. A large part (some 1700 Square Metres) was planted with woodland around twenty years ago in accordance with the consent referred to above and around 400 Square Metres of the remainder has deliberately been allowed to naturally regenerate into rough grass, self-seeded trees and scrub making a perfect habitat for small mammals and invertebrates and is an important feeding ground for raptors and owls. The loss of this area would have a huge impact through its loss as a significant carbon sink negating much of the good done by the Shropshire tree planting scheme.

6. The two houses and the car park proposed for Buntingsdale Road lie in open countryside and are outside the development boundary. They sit on a flood plain that regularly floods (the valley is flooded today) and are reached via a single track carriageway.

7. The remainder of the site running down to the River Tern and planned for public access is an important area for wildlife comprising woodland, ancient trees and semi wild meadow land which has not been farmed for several years. Whilst having no specific designation it is of local importance, supports many species and lies outside the development boundary. The intensive use for public access planned for this area be devastating for the wildlife within and it would be out of reach of many less mobile people who currently use the existing open space above.
