DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS



There were no disclosable pecuniary interests declared.  

Councillor Hughes declared risk of perceived bias in the Rush Lane application.

PUBLIC SESSION
Alison Lewis had expressed a wish to speak at the meeting on behalf of the residents regarding the Rush Lane planning application.

The Chairman welcomed Alison Lewis to the meeting.

Standing Orders were suspended.

Alison thanked the Council for the opportunity to be able to put the resident’s views and concerns forward at this meeting. 
Alison requested a decision on the planning application is deferred until a full complement of Town Councillors are present at the meeting and have been able to review the application in detail and a site visit has taken place.
The key concern points are as follows:

Highways

· The A53 roundabout was to form part of a coordinated Master Plan in line with the Greenfields application and all SAMDev land.  Also noted in the application is that a collaborative agreement between all parties is required however, we have been unable to find any evidence of this in the application documents.

· The Rush Lane crossing point and the proposed reconstruction of Rush Lane at the A53 does not conform to restricted byway regulations which state that the reduction in width, alignment and surface must not be altered or damaged and vehicular movement should be restricted.  Please see consultee comments from Shropshire Council rights of way dated 21 July.
· The single track crossing is to serve 46 dwellings and potentially over 100+ vehicles in phase 2.

· At 2.75m this falls short of the minimum single carriageway width of 3.75m as stated in the vehicular access standards.  This is too narrow for large service and emergency vehicles.  We feel that a fire and rescue assessment is essential.

· There are access and refuse collection points to 7 dwellings immediately either side of the crossing point.

Layout and scale

· There are eleven 3-storey dwellings in Phase 2 which is almost 25% of the total number of dwellings planned for this site.
· Nine of the 3-storey dwellings are on the perimeter of the site and overlook existing properties some of which are bungalows.
· The proposed layout will also impact existing properties on Croft Way and Longslow Road.

· There are no single-storey dwellings to retain the open character of the site.

Services

· Existing water supplies currently run across the site and close to the boundary.

· The majority of Rush Lane and Longslow Road properties have septic tanks and we need to ensure accessibility is maintained and no disturbance caused.

Use of Rush Lane

· Restricted Byway Conditions must be observed by all future traffic.
· Already large vehicles have caused damage to trees and verges in Rush Lane whilst accessing the site to carry out preliminary works.

· Rush Lane is partially owned by residents and is maintained at their expense.

Alison said she has some maps outlying their concerns for members to have a look at.
The Chairman thanked Alison.

The committee went back into Standing Orders.
