RESOLVED:

To object to both planning applications for the following reasons: 

Loss of Town Centre Hotel - The development on this site will constitute the loss of a central Hotel for the town of Market Drayton. 

Noise - This takes no account of disco and live entertainment within the Tudor or next door in the Sambrook Vaults, neither does it account for daytime traffic. It does not account for numbers of smokers in the narrow street or queuing for food and the disturbances they produce. These activities may go on till very late at night and cause friction between residents and existing licensee’s. Survey should take place with windows open and closed, also measure base vibration from amplifiers. There are now three licenced premises on the street and two Indian restaurants and take-aways.

Parking - There is no parking in the surrounding area for residents.

Lack of detail - Given this is a listed building there is a lack of clear detail about alterations within this 17C building.

Policy - The proposal is contrary to adopted policies CS3, CS13 and CS8 of the Shropshire Core Strategy and policy MD10a of the SAMDev.
