PUBLIC SESSION



Three members of the public had expressed a wish to speak at the meeting.
First to speak was Mr. James Berggren  - Planning Consultant for Danbank Developers.
Mr. Berggren said Danbank developers have put in outline planning application for 400 homes at the back of the Rush Lane building site.  The site is earmarked within the SamDev for houses in the area and the access route off the A53 is crucial to ensure the homes have access.
He said he is still waiting to hear back from Shropshire Council to see if they have put into place access into the site so that Section 38 can be delivered.  

The Chairman asked if members had any questions.

Councillor Aldcroft asked how long have they been waiting to hear back from SC.

Mr. Berggren said they have been waiting since 26 August.

The Chairman said Officers consider all applications before they go to committee.

The Chairman welcomed and introduced the second speaker Ms. Alison Lewis who is representing the residents at Rush Lane.

Ms. Lewis wanted the dispute areas covered in Rush Lane, she said their main issues were:
· They have not been able to secure a meeting with the Case Officer at SC or the Developer despite several requests.

· They are concerned about the water supply and the pipe beneath one of the crossing points.
· They welcome the addition of 4 bungalows but the location of these remain questionable, 
· They are concerned about drainage
· The fresh water supply pipe to Rush Lane may be damaged 

· The closeness of existing septic tanks and soakaways to the development boundary has not been addressed neither has accessibility for some residents to service these facilities which cannot be reached from Rush Lane.  

· There is no Public Open Spaces in Phase 2 whilst the proposed large area identified does not best serve the development.  It should be more central and near to properties it will serve. If it has to remain Allotments would provide an enjoyable, workable community space.

· Public Open Space adjacent to Rush Lane provides no useful purpose as it is enclosed on all four sides.
· There is no provision for a turning point in Rush Lane and it is difficult to exit at the A53 Bypass.  Large service vehicles will find it almost impossible to reverse the length of the lane.

Ms. Lewis asked for Market Drayton Town Council to refuse the Reserved Matters Application until satisfactory solutions have been provided. 

The Chairman asked if members had any questions.

Councillor Aldcroft asked when was the last time the residents of Rush Lane had a meeting with SC.

Ms. Lewis said she has requested a meeting with SC and the Developers several times but have had no response.  They had met with Councillor Minnery and Hughes.
The Chairman welcomed and introduced the third speaker: Mr. Edward Landor from Wilsons Homes Developers.

Mr. Landor said the plan to build 162 dwellings and associated landscapes has been approved from the Secretary of State. This application is for the type of houses and details such as windows and doors and the layout of the dwellings and the agreement to extend the play area on Meadow Close.
Mr. Landor said he was aware of the resident’s objections, and as a result, the scheme has been amended. There is a consultation 13 week period, we are now in week 17.
The Chairman asked if members had any questions.

Councillor Minnery asked for a response on the septic tank issue previously raised.

Mr. Landor said there should be access to empty the septic tank. 
Ms. Lewis asked how would resident’s boundary hedges be cut and maintained.

Mr. Landor said he would look into their concerns
Councillor Hughes said Meadow Close Park belongs to Town Council; there has been no agreement or involvement from the Developers or SC with the Town Council to extend it and questioned which CIL money is to be used.  He also had concerns that this site was not the best place for the park for the new development.
Councillor Whittle had concerns about emergency services accessability.
Councillor Minnery said when he met with the Developers they stated there would no longer be bollards in the area so emergency services can now access through the area.

Councillor Hughes said he could be perceived as being bias because he knows the owner of the land so will not be voting.  He did say the Meadows recreation park has not been discussed with the Council and suggested this should go on the Services and Facilities Committee meeting next week so they can clarify where the money will come from and should be a condition in any decisions likely to be made tonight.

Councillor Whittle said the access roads seem unsuitable for the emergency services and suggested postponing the decision on this application until this is made clear.
Councillor Aldcroft said he has an issue with the lack of consultation between all parties it has clearly broken down which has left the residents of Rush Lane vulnerable and upset. He said he understands the bulk of the application has been approved by the Secretary of State but feels things should have been discussed to iron out the issues without it having to get to this stage.
Councillor Aldcroft proposed, Councillor Whittle seconded and it was RESOLVED:
To support the application on the condition of the following issues being resolved with SC, the developers and residents:
Emergency vehicular access to be appropriate

Access to water pipes

Access to septic tanks

To look at the siting of the bungalows

The creation of a play area to be finalised with the Town Council

The maintenance of hedgerows in the area

CIL money – further clarification 
The Chairman said the Council should request these conditions are looked at the earliest opportunity because they are already over the allocated consultation time.

Councillor Hughes said the developers should lias with the developers to resolve these issues.  It is a sad reflection from the principle officers they should have been resolved before they have got to this stage.
The Chairman said the planning meeting at Shropshire Council has been cancelled on 1 November, the next meeting is 28 November to get comments in.

Councillor Hughes proposed, Councillor Minnery seconded and it was RESOLVED:

For Councillor Aldcroft to represent Town Council at the next Shropshire Council Planning Committee.
