PUBLIC SESSION


The Chair welcomed a member of the public to the meeting.
The Chair suspended Standing orders to give the member of the public the opportunity to speak freely.
The gentleman said he was representing the residents of Rush Lane concerning on-going issues relating to the use of Rush Lane; he explained what the main issues were:
That one of the three proposed footpaths from the new estate onto Rush Lane is wide enough for bikes and cars to use; a car has been seen driving down the path and exiting onto Longslow Road.  Residents are concerned that the other two footpaths will be of the same width.
Pedestrians are being signposted to Rush Lane as the main route into the Town.  Residents are concerned about the safety of the pedestrians using Rush Lane as there is no street lighting. A footpath through Meadow Close would offer a safer route to the town.   
The lack of suitable traffic signage and an increase in dog fouling are also  concerns. 
He explained that residents requested a turning area be included in the development as this would ensure that refuge lorries could access the properties on Rush Lane; the request was ignored.  The issue of waste collection has still not been resolved.

The Chair said that a meeting has taken place and putting in a turning circle is under consideration.  The Viola manager has suggested sending a smaller refuge lorry to collect bins; ideally there should be a turning circle.
Councillor Aldcroft said that he would speak to the Shropshire Councillors who cover the Rush Lane area to get an update for residents on the issues mentioned.

The Chair thanked the gentleman for attending and informing Council of the issues and the residents’ concerns.
