Market Drayton Town Council being a relevant body as described in the above reference would like to prepare a Neighbourhood Plan.
The proposed defined Neighbourhood Area includes the Market Drayton Town Wards which lie south of the A53 and also partial areas of the Moreton Say, Adderley and Norton in Hales Parishes as shown on the attached map. 
The area selected is considered appropriate as it is integral to the Economic Development including Business Growth, Sports facilities and Recreation and leisure areas for the future development of the Town and the surrounding area
.

The reason to include these Parish areas is to take into account Shropshire Council SAMDEV, Mullers development, sports and canal and marina development and leisure facilities. More specifically, Moreton Say includes Muller and sport and recreation, Adderley is for employment and Norton in Hales for sports, marina and leisure development.
The area designated was approved by formal resolution of all Market Drayton Town Councillors as referenced above.
The Town Council have taken into account that at this point in time, the Parish’s included in the proposed designated area have given no indication that they intend to develop their own neighbourhood plan’s, hence the feeling is it is even more important that these areas should be included within this designated area.
Market Drayton Town Council is forming an initial Steering Group that will develop to include representation from Community Groups and Organisations thus providing the local community to have a level of impact on planning policy.
